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The Beatitudes

Today's gospel reading is the beginning of what is
often called the Sermon on the Plain. We find a parallel
to this passage in Matthew 5:1-7,11 that is often called
the Sermon on the Mount. As these titles suggest,
there are differences and similarities between these
gospel readings.

When spoken from the mountaintop in Matthew's
Gospel, we can't miss the impression that Jesus is
speaking with the authority and voice of God. The
mountaintop is a symbol of closeness to God. Those
who ascend the mountain see God and speak for God;
recall the story of Moses and the Ten Commandments.
As Luke introduces the location of Jesus' teaching,
Jesus teaches on level ground, alongside the disciples
and the crowd. Luke presents Jesus' authority in a
different light. He is God among us.

Another distinction found in Luke's version is the
audience. Luke's Sermon on the Plain is addressed to
Jesus' disciples, although in the presence of the crowd,;
Matthew's Sermon on the Mount is addressed to the
crowd. In keeping with this style, the Beatitudes in
Luke's Gospel sound more personal than those in
Matthew's Gospel—Luke uses the pronoun “you”
whereas Matthew uses “they” or “those.” There is also
a difference in number: Matthew describes eight
beatitudes; Luke presents just four, each of which has
a parallel warning.

The form of the Beatitudes found in Luke's and
Matthew's Gospel is not unique to Jesus. Beatitudes are
found in the Old Testament, such as in the Psalms and
in Wisdom literature. They are a way to teach about who
will find favor with God. The word blessed in this context
might be translated as “happy,” “fortunate,” or “favored.”

As we listen to this Gospel, the Beatitudes jar our
sensibilities. Those who are poor, hungry, weeping, or
persecuted are called blessed. This is, indeed, a Gospel of
reversals. Those often thought to have been forgotten by
God are called blessed. In the list of “woes,” those whom
we might ordinarily describe as blessed by God are
warned about their peril. Riches, possessions, laughter,
reputation . . . these are not things that we can depend
upon as sources of eternal happiness. They not only fail
to deliver on their promise; our misplaced trust in them
will lead to our demise. The ultimate peril is in
misidentifying the source of our eternal happiness.

The Beatitudes are often described as a framework for
Christian living. Our vocation as Christians is not to be
first in this world, but rather to be first in the eyes of
God. We are challenged to examine our present situation
in the context of our ultimate horizon, the Kingdom of
God.

Bienaventuranzas

La lectura del Evangelio de hoy es el comienzo de lo
que a menudo se llama el sermoén en la llanura.
Encontramos un paralelo a este pasaje en Mateo 5:1-
7,11 que a menudo se llama el sermo6n del Monte. Estos
titulos sugieren, hay diferencias y similitudes entre
estas lecturas del Evangelio.

Cuando se habla de la cima de la montana en el
Evangelio de Mateo, no nos podemos perder la
impresion de que Jesus esta hablando con la autoridad
de la voz de Dios. La cima de la montafia es un simbolo
de cercania a Dios. Aquellos que ascienden a la
montana ven y hablan de Dios; recordemos la historia
de Moisés y los diez mandamientos. Como Lucas
presenta la situaciéon de la ensenanza de Jesus, Jesus
ensena en el nivel del suelo, junto a los discipulos y la
multitud. Lucas presenta la autoridad de Jestus bajo
una luz diferente. Es Dios entre nosotros.

Otra distincién encontrada en la versiéon de Lucas es
el publico. Sermon de Lucas en la llanura esta dirigida
a los discipulos de Jesus, aun en presencia de la
multitud; En el Sermoén del Monte Mateo se dirige a la
multitud. De acuerdo con este estilo, de las
Bienaventuranzas en el Evangelio de Lucas suena mas
personales que en el Evangelio de Mateo, Lucas usa el
pronombre "usted" mientras que Mateo utiliza "que" o
"los". También hay una diferencia en el nimero: Mateo
describe ocho Bienaventuranzas; Lucas presenta soélo
cuatro, cada una de ellas tiene una advertencia
paralela.

La forma de las Bienaventuranzas se encuentra en
Lucas y el Evangelio de Mateo no es exclusivo de JesuUs.
Las bienaventuranzas se encuentran en el Antiguo
Testamento, como en los Salmos y en literatura de la
sabiduria. Son una manera de ensefiar acerca de no
encontrar el favor de Dios. La palabra en este contexto
podria ser traducida como "feliz", "suerte" o "favorecidos".

Mientras escuchamos el evangelio, las
Bienaventuranzas sacuden nuestras debilidades.
Aquellos que son pobres, tienen hambre, llanto o
perseguidos se llaman Bienaventurados. Esto es, de
hecho, un evangelio de revocaciones. A menudo se cree
que han sido olvidados por Dios y los llaman los
bienaventurados. En la lista de "males", quienes
ordinariamente podriamos describir como bendecido por
Dios se advirtieron los peligros. Riquezas, posesiones,
risa, reputacion... estas no son cosas que podemos
dependemos como fuente de felicidad eterna. No so6lo
fallan en cumplir su promesa; nuestra confianza fuera de
lugar en ellas dara lugar a la desaparicién. El altimo
perfil en la identidad media de nuestra felicidad eterna.

Las Bienaventuranzas se describen a menudo como
un marco para el vivir cristiano. Nuestra vocacién como
cristianos no es ser el primero en este mundo, sino ser el
primero en los ojos de Dios. Nos desafia a examinar
nuestra situacién presente en el contexto de nuestro
ultimo horizonte, el Reino de Dios.
