Feast of Annunciation of the Lord
Thursday, March 25 ™

Annunciation is observed on March
25", The Annunciation, also
referred to as the Annunciation to
the Blessed Virgin Mary or
Annunciation of the Lord, is the
Christian celebration of the
announcement by the angel Gabriel
to the Virgin Mary that she would
conceive and become the mother of
Jesus, the Son of God, marking his
Incarnation. Gabriel told Mary to
name her son Jesus, meaning
"Saviour". It is one of the twelve
Great Feasts of the church year.

Many Christians observe this event
with the Feast of the Annunciation
on March 25, nine full months
before Christmas, the birthday of

Jesus.

Again Lent's austerity is interrupted

as we solemnly keep a feast in
honor of the Annunciation.
