Music Notes 

 Letõs start with some basic rules 
of liturgy set down by the Sec-

ond Vatican Council in its Constitution 
on the Sacred Liturgy. The aim of liturgy 
is to serve the need to worship God in 
òfull, active, and conscious participa-
tionó (no.14). The rituals in the Mass 
should therefore bear a ònoble simplicityó 
that is òwithin the peopleõs powers of 
comprehensionó (no.34). The unfolding 
of the church year with its various feasts 
and seasons seeks to do that by revealing 
òthe whole mystery of Christó from Incar-
nation to Pentecost in due season 
(no.102). The church is to be particularly 
directed toward feasts of the Lord that 
point to salvation (no.108). 
In other words, a huge principle in ritual 
is to move up and down a sliding scale of 
magnificence so that it will be clear to 
the youngest child whatõs really im-
portant in the full spectrum of what the 
church believes. The Resurrection of Je-
sus is the number-one mystery Christians 
celebrate, so itõs enhanced with three 
days of intense liturgy (the Triduum), a 
full week of solemn commemoration 
(Holy Week), preceded by 40 days of 
penitential preparation (the season of 
Lent)ñnot to forget every celebration of 
the Eucharist of course.

Once youõve built that into your 
daily routine go the next step. Try next to 
build half an hour or one hour of time 
praying with the Lord each week. Poco a 
poco. After that try to find time away for 
a few hours of total quiet time once a 
month in prayer. Poco a poco. Then you 
could find time each year for a retreat or 
even a parish mission. Poco a poco. 
Jesus always found time for prayer. We 
all know life is busy and hectic some-
times, but we need to grow in our prayer 
life with God. Know that little by little 
and with some persistence your reward 
will be eternal.
