Consider your own discipleship in light of Jesus’ reference to Isaiah in 

today’s gospel: “This people honors me with their lips, but their hearts 

are far from me; in vain do they worship me, teaching as doctrines 

human precepts.” We may believe we are doing a good job because we 

are being, well, good! We go to Mass and read our Bibles. We say our 

Rosary every day and always make a significant financial contribution to 

our church. All of these are wonderful things! But if they are only done 

out of ritual and obligation, they are not serving to help us grow in 

holiness. If our hearts are full of bitterness, grudges, and pride, then we 

are really no better than the Pharisees who uphold the religious laws, but 

do not have hearts for God. We must make an intentional effort to 

connect our obedience to a loving heart, and not simply a habitual mind!

Considera tu propio discipulado a la luz de la referencia de Jesús a Isaías en el evangelio de hoy: “Este pueblo me 

honra con los labios, pero su corazón está lejos de mí. Es inútil el culto que me rinden, porque enseñan doctrinas que 

no son sino preceptos humanos.” Quizá creamos que estamos haciendo un buen trabajo porque nos estamos portando 

bien. Vamos a misa y leemos la Biblia. Rezamos el Rosario todos los días y siempre aportamos una contribución 

significativa a nuestra iglesia. Todas estas cosas son maravillosas. Pero si sólo se hacen de forma ritual y por 

obligación, no sirven para ayudarnos a crecer en santidad. Si nuestro corazón está lleno de amargura, rencores y 

orgullo, entonces no somos mejores que los fariseos que defienden las leyes religiosas, pero que no tienen corazón 

para Dios.
