CLARIFICATION OR CONFUSION ... as we begin the holy
season of Lent, the Office of the Vicar General has issued the
following information: "... the Cardinal never dispensed from the
obligation to go to Mass on Sunday ... the obligation for Sunday
Mass is always there. It's a divine law. We didn't make it up and
we can't dispense from it. HIs Eminence simply instructed the
people that they have the right to make a prudential, moral, laud-
able judgement to excuse themselves, given the gravity of their
condition which prevented them from attending ... we have to
begin to ask ourselves if we can safely return to Mass ... if people
are going to soccer games or getting their hair done, they should
be able to come to Mass." Here at St. Frances de Chantal, our
Sunday attendance is about 60% which is better than most
churches in the Archdiocese but we miss the other 40% (mostly
parents and children) who are not attending. Lent is a time for
change and returning to Sunday worship is a perfect
change. Some may say that this information is so that our collec-
tions go up but I remind you once again that the financial support
has been outstanding over the past year despite the corona. I
remind you once again that we, the priests, are delighted and en-
couraged with a full church even if the envelopes are empty! We
are a church with social distancing, masks, sanitizers at the doors,
and cleaning volunteers after each Mass. See you during Lent --
- priests, deacons and your fellow parishioners miss you!
