 First Reading: Exodus 24:3-8  

Moses explained to the people the commandments he had 

received from God. Upon hearing them, the entire 

community immediately agreed they would do as God had 

told them. Moses then sacrificed young bulls and sprinkled 

the people with their blood, calling it the blood of the 

covenant they had made.  

  

Second Reading: Hebrews 9:11-15  

Jesus did not offer God the blood of sacrifices, but instead 

he offered up his own blood to cleanse all people of the 

transgressions they had committed under the first covenant 

with God. Christ instead brought a new covenant, which, if 

kept, would lead to eternal life.  

  

Gospel: Mark 14:12-16, 22-26  

Jesus sent two of his disciples to prepare the Passover 

supper. During the meal he blessed bread and offered it to 

them saying, “This is my body.” He then offered them wine 

and called it his blood, “the blood of the covenant, to be 

poured out on behalf of many.”

This Sunday we will celebrate the beautiful feast of the Body 

and Blood of Christ, Corpus Christi, where in a special way 

we honor the Real Presence of Jesus in the Most Holy 

Eucharist. Allow me to tell you about a series that may shed 

light on this incredible mystery of our faith and make Mass 

even more meaningful: Presence: The Mystery of the 

Eucharist, available on FORMED.org.  

It just so happens that this year Corpus Christi is celebrated 

the week after Memorial Day, when we all remember and 

honor the sacrifices made by those who gave their lives in 

service to our beloved country. On Memorial Day, we 

remember those who made the ultimate sacrifice.
