Persons asking for the vaccine should register via the internet and add their email. You can find this link
on the Lake County Health Department website under COVID- 19 information: allvax.lakecohealth.org

CALLING TO REGISTER:

Persons wishing to get the COVID-19 vaccine who do not have access to a computer, should call 847-377-
8130. Press Option #1. (Note: It is advised that you choose the option for a call back. The Health Depart-
ment is two weeks behind answering voice mails.). If you choose to wait on the phone line for a person,
wait time is 10 minutes, then there is a prompt to leave a voicemail, leave your name, phone number, and

date of birth.

Only those who register will be notified either by email or text. If you are calling via landline, the call will
kick back to Lake County and they will, in turn, call you directly.
