The Old Bell 
 

The old bell from St. Francis Xavier Church has significant history.  Is it the 
bell from the Chapel at St. Mary’s City or is it the bell brought by the Jesuits for 
the erection of the “chapel-house” in Newtown?  The records are unclear of 
the origination of the bell, but it has been included in the church inventory 
since the early 1700’s. Currently, the bell is on loan to Historic St. Mary’s City .
