Dear Parishioners, and Friends of St. Lawrence: 

 
     This has been quite a week for all of us.  It hasn’t been 

this cold for quite awhile – and the bad weather has hit all 

three previous weekends.  Financially it has hit us hard as 

the collections have really reflected the sparse attendance.  

I know that all of us will be facing steep increases in fuel 

bills as furnaces have had to run full blast to keep up with 

the deep below zero temperatures.  In the rectory for two 

days the upstairs could only reach 57 degrees.  So, I 

imagine some of you might have struggled to keep warm.  

The good news was that the church itself was warm.  If we 

get another deep freeze, you’re welcome to come to 

church and thaw out if you’re freezing.  The pews aren’t 

the most comfortable so you might bring a pillow or 

cushion and pray, read, or just hang out in God’s presence 

– Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. The winds were so 

strong the outside doors were opening once I unlocked 

them, so call to make sure they are unlocked when you 

come.  Again, the good news was that the new furnaces 

really worked.  I don’t believe that the struggling boilers 

would have been able to keep the church warm.  Once 

your heating bills are paid, could you dip in to help us 

cover our costs?  Or, if you were not able to make it here 

for any of the four Sundays of January, could you make up 

your regular giving?  It has been a difficult way to begin 

our new year budget.  Thank you! 

     Several exciting things are going to be offered through 

the parish this month of February: 

     Feb. 9 – The Chili Cook-Off fundraiser for a free 

community library in Haiti which will enhance their 

opportunity to be exposed to the greater world around 

them through reading. 

     Feb. 13 – The Gospel of Luke enacted by Frank 

Runyeon.  A one-person performance which opens 

our understanding of the third Gospel. 

     Feb. 15 – The school sponsored Mystery Dinner at 

the Knights of Columbus Hall. It is always intriguing 

to match your detective skills with all the characters 

and clues. 

     Feb. 24 – “Old fashioned buttered toast” 

breakfast.  Those who attended St. Lawrence grade 

school could never forget the grilled toast with real 

butter that followed the school Mass and was eagerly 

awaited.  Those who didn’t, maybe you might have 

an unexpected treat.  A regular breakfast will be 

available as well at the Knights of Columbus Hall 

after both Masses.
