This week | read an interesting article in
Commonweal: “Learning to Notice” by Rita Ferrone.

The heart of the practice is three
simple questions that help us notice the ways we are
nudged, invited to receive the gifts that will transform
us in Word and Sacrament. (You could write these
down on a post-it and put them in your car as a
reminder to you and your household.)
