Dear Parishioners and friends of St. Lawrence: 

 

 Every human being ï EVERY ï deserve and 

have the right to be treated with respect and dignity.  Each 

one is created in the divine image of God, for each human 

person Jesus gave His life as He came to save the world ï 

that includes ALL.  Every life is sacred ï a gift from God.  

As the Catholic motto upholds, life is sacred from 

conception to natural death.  He clearly told us ñwhatever 

you do to the least, you do to me.ò  St. John makes it clear 

when he says, ñyou canôt love God whom you donôt see, 

and hate your neighbor whom you do see.ò  Jesus clearly 

told us who our neighbor is ï every single person our life 

encounters.  It isnôt easy to confront racism but it does 

exist ï in our history, in our country, our state of Indiana 

and the story of Muncie. 

Pope Francis on June 30 spoke as he prayed for 

journalists (or politicians, or leaders, etc.) ñto be 

enlightened by wisdom and understanding and guided by 

the Holy Spirit to effectively work to overcome the 

diseases of racism, injustice and indifference that disfigure 

the face of our common family.ò  He further stated é..  

ñWe cannot close our eyes to any form of racism or 

exclusion, while pretending to defend the sacredness of 

every human life.ò 

 A few weeks ago, I was privileged and participated in 

the walk that began at Ball State and ended downtown.  It 

was peaceful, nothing was destroyed.  No one attacked or 

injured.  I commend the organizers of the march for from 

the very beginning they clearly stated violence was not 

acceptable and had no place in the march.  Anyone who 

had violent intentions was asked to leave.  Several people 

led the group in prayer before it began to move down 

McKinley Ave. and turned at University.  It was an 

expression of solidarity.  Prayer is what we need 

All lives ï every black life also ï matters.  

As one slogan states ï ñif justice is denied for one, 

then there is no justice,ò or ñif no justice, no peace.ò 

This 4th of July weekend calls forth a celebration 

of the birth of our country ï for many it is a great 

celebration, but for Blacks, Hispanics, Native American 

Indians, it triggers a lot of painful stories and family 

tragedies.  We need to pursue the ideals of our nation ñthat 

all people are created equal.ò  That ideal has yet to be 

realized, but the more we strive toward it, the greater our 

nation will be.  We have a long way to go. 

To quote Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.:  ñI have a 

dream that my four little children will one day live in a 

nation where they will not be judged by the color of their 

skin but by the content of their character.ò 

As we approach this holiday weekend, let all 

of us pray for the leadership of our country and work 

together to bring about peace and reconciliation.

The theme of humility is central to our readings 

today. God Himself is a humble God, so if we wish to 

follow Him as Christian stewards, we too, must be 

humble. In fact, humility is key to the stewardship 

way of life, and to a peaceful and fulfilling life. 

 

In our Gospel passage from 

Matthew, Jesus Himself 

speaks to the Father of the 

privileged role that humble 

souls play in Godôs plan of 

salvation. ñI give praise to 

you, Father, Lord of 

heaven and earth, for 

although you have hidden 

these things from the wise 

and the learned you have 

revealed them to little 

ones.ò  

 

What does it mean to be a ñlittle oneò? It means that 

we acknowledge we donôt have it all figured out, but 

that we are very much in need of a savior. It means 

we recognize that all we are and all we have been 

given is a gift from God. It means we embrace the 

stewardship way of life.  

 

It is not easy, but deep peace and consolation come 

with this way of life. Jesus offers these warm and 

encouraging words to entice us to embrace it. ñCome 

to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and I will 

give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from 

me, for I am meek and humble of heart; and you will 

find rest for yourselves. For my yoke is easy, and my 

burden light.ò  

 

Let us resolve to follow in the footsteps of our 

Savior, embracing the humble path of stewardship. It 

is the path that leads to peace here and now, and 

ultimately leads us to heaven. 

 

 

 

SHARE THE BURDEN 

 ñCome to me, all you who labor and are 

burdened, and I will give you restò (Matthew 11:28). 

These words of our Savior seem to be in stark 

contrast to the previous chapter from the same 

Gospel, when we were told that if we do not take up 

our crosses, we are not worthy of Christ. Connecting 

these two messages might help us on our faith 

journeys. Being a follower of Christ surely means 

that we must embrace the cross, in its mystery of both 

suffering and triumph. This is something that we 

need not do alone, for the burden is often too heavy 

for us to carry by ourselves. Who, then, do we turn 

to? We can turn to the Body of Christðthe 

community of disciples gathered for worship. When 

we find the burden too heavy, let us remember that 

we can share that burden with our Christian sisters 

and brothers, who can help bring us rest.

SAINT MARIA GORETTI (1890 -1902) 

July 6 

 Does anything match a motherôs pride in her 

children? First Communions, confirmations, 

graduations, weddings: how these delight a motherôs 

heart! Imagine, then, Assunta Goretti, the only 

mother ever to attend her childôs canonization! In 

poverty-stricken rural Italy, widowed Assunta tended 

fields for the Serenelli family, whose eighteen-year-

old son, Alessandro, propositioned her barely twelve-

year-old Maria; then, when she resisted, crying, ñIt is 

a sin! God forbids it!ò he stabbed her fourteen times. 

As she lay dying, Maria assured the attending priest, 

ñYes, I forgive Alessandro! I want him to be in 

Paradise with me someday.ò Imprisoned, 

unrepentant, Alessandro changed after dreaming that 

a radiant Maria had offered him fourteen lilies. ñIôve 

kept my promise,ò she smiled. ñYouôll be here with 

me someday.ò Upon release, he rushed to beg 

Assuntaôs forgiveness. ñJesus has forgiven you,ò she 

replied, ñmy Maria, too. How can I refuse?ò Next 

morning, mother and murderer walked arm in arm to 

church and knelt side by side for Communion.
