ANDREW THORNTON at Mount St. Mary's Seminary, will travel to Colorado this summer, 
serving as a summer staff member and counselor for the Catholic 
Youth Adventure Camp called Camp Wojtyla. He said this 
experience will help with his development into priesthood. 

“You begin to have serious bonding with these kids 
because you’re in charge of their spiritual, mental and physical 
health to some extent, for a week. It’s kind of a miniature, small 
scale of a parish,” Thornton said. “This is kind of a small way of 
me getting the opportunity to be a good priest, good pastor.” 

As a convert to the faith, Thornton soon realized after 
receiving the Sacrament of Communion that his life didn’t make 
sense unless he fully gave himself to Catholicism. 

“Catholicism is everything to me, it really is. It’s the love of my life, its engaging and 
motivating in a lot of different ways. Anyone else around me that’s non-Catholic knows I’m 
excited about,” he said. “I’ve encountered every type of person, but when I tell them that I 
want to a Catholic Priest and that I want to give my life to others, people that don’t understand 
or necessarily agree with me, a lot of times are very supportive. There is kind of an 
international human desire to love and I think they can associate with that. It doesn’t matter 
who you are or vocation, it’s the universal need to love and be loved.”
