In June 2014, New Beginnings for Gilmer County was organized to address the 
need for temporary and transitional housing in our community.  To date, multi-
ple churches (including Good Samaritan), three thrift stores, dozens of individ-
uals and businesses have helped support the work.  Those giving regular finan-
cial support have named Trustees on the board to help direct our efforts.  Dea-
con Paul is our trustee representing Good Samaritan.  In October of 2014, we 
identified and purchased twelve acres of land with two mobile homes on the 
site and began matching participants with care groups from our supporting 
churches.  In 2016, this offering helped make the ministry debt free and in 2017 
the offering helped complete the construction of an additional home.  Churches 
participating in this yearôs offering will help provide another home and increase 
our ability to help more individuals.

Reflections on Gospel Reading as it Applies to Stewardship 

In the Gospel from Mark, Jesus shows us what ñhealingò and ñwisdomò really are. Wisdom is one thing, but 
faith is another. Even the greatest of scholars, gifted with wisdom, are not always the holiest of people. 
There are two instances of healing in this Gospel, and they are very different. In the first mentioned, alt-
hough not the first that occurred, Jesus is approached by a ñsynagogue officialò with the request to heal his 
daughter, who was near death. His example shows us what we need to do for healing also. First, we must put 
ourselves in the presence of Jesus; next, we must humble ourselves before the Lord (note that this official 
ñfell at his feetò). Third, we must make our request sincerely (ñpleaded earnestly with himò); and finally, we 
must believe and have confidence in the Lord (ñPlease, come lay your hands on her that she may get well 
and live.ò).  However, before Jesus heals the daughter, He experiences a woman in need of healing. Because 
of her condition, she was considered ñuncleanò by others; in fact, if she touched anyone else or any part of 
their clothing, they, too, would be made unclean. With Jesus, that is not the way it works though. Because of 
the power of God, Jesus was not made ñunclean,ò but the woman was cured. ñDaughter, your faith has saved 
you. Go in peace and be cured of your affliction.ò  Note that the Lord called her ñDaughter.ò There is no 
other instance in all of Holy Scripture when Jesus calls someone by this name. Jesus wanted her to know 
that He had something special to give her. Jesus has something special to give to each of us also.  Next the 
Lord raises Jairusô daughter from death. As quoted in the introduction, Jesus said, ñDo not be afraid; just 
have faith.ò Jesus is saying two things to Jairus, and the same two things to us. Before Jairus and we can 
trust Jesus, we need to put away our fears. To ñhave faithò is to believe. We do not have to figure everything 
out. Everything does not have to make sense to us. Jesus brings us all hope, just as He brought it to Jairus. 
And look what happened!
