
Altar Server

 One of the first ministries I 

ever became involved in as a young 

person was the Altar Server Ministry.  

I remember not long after receiving my 

first communion my teacher asked if I 

would  like  to be an altar server.  I 

didn’t know exactly what that was at 

the time, but  I  was  excited  by  the 

offer.  It wouldn’t be until I was in 

middle school that I would get the 

chance to be an altar server, but since 

that day the Altar Server Ministry has 

been my favorite ministry to serve in. 

 An   altar  server  is  a  lay 

minister who assists the priest and or 

other clergy during the mass or other 

liturgies. Altar servers can be seen 

holding books, carrying candles and 

crosses, and often seen skirting about 

the sanctuary  while trying to remain 

unseen.  Beyond what is visible so 

much more goes into being an altar 

server. 

 Altar servers spend hours in 

training practicing their responsibilities 

and learning their parts and prayers.  

Altar servers come to mass early to 

prepare themselves and to make sure 

that all the vessels and books are 

where they need to be.  Altar servers 

diligently serve during mass even at 

midnight on Christmas Eve. 

 Being an altar server is no easy 

task, but the rewards are always great.   

Serving at the altar is where I fell in 

love with my faith.  As an 

altar server, you are as close as you 

can be to Christ himself without being 

an ordained minister.  It’s where earth 

and heaven meets and you get to be in 

the midst of it. 

 This is where I felt the calling 

to serve my church in the way that I do 

now and it’s where I felt the calling to  

serve  the church in the future.  Being 

an altar server is as great a blessing as 

it  is  a task.  An altar server who 

serves reverently, completely and 

wholeheartedly will see great impact in 

their life. 

 Now to be an altar server you 

need  only  to be at least in the 3rd 

grade and  have  at  least  received  the  

Sacraments  of  Baptism  and  First 

Communion.  Altar servers must be 

willing to attend trainings and be able 

to serve on Sundays and other Holy 

Days of Obligation. 

 Altar servers must know the 

parts of the mass and be able to recite 

all their prayers.  As an altar server, 

you are a role model and example for 

those sitting in the pews.  If they see 

that you know your prayers than they 

too might be inspired to study them as 

well. 

 Altar servers must always be 

prepared and have to pay attention.  

Not every mass will go as practiced 

and an altar server must be ready to 

respond to whatever may come up.  

Being an altar server is no easy task, 

but the grace that is received when 

serving at the altar is even greater. 

 Now can an adult be an altar  

server?  Yes you can.  Anyone who is 

a Catholic in good standing  and  have  

received  their  sacraments is eligible 

to serve at the altar.  I am an adult yet I 

still serve when the time comes. 

 There’s much more that I 

could say about being an altar server, 

but the most important thing that I can 

say is that being an altar server is a 

great experience and great place to 

start learning what it means to serve 

the church and it’s people.  It was the 

jump starter for my faith and I hope it 

can be one as well for all those who 

choose to respond to the call of being 

an altar server.

     This bulletin will be emphasizing the need for 

words, when and how to evangelize with our 

words.  But, we  also  instinctually  know  there  are 

times and  places when words are not enough, when  

there are no words that we can say to take away  

someone’s  anger,  confusion or  grief.  What can  

we  do  when   someone   struggles  with  some   

aspect of the Catholic faith or when confronting the 

evil of sin?  

     In these situations, our first and primary action 

should be that of listening.  

     Our  American  culture  places  little  value  on 

listening and prefers arguing, debating, and 

“winning.”    But listening  IS  very  Christian.   

Listening affirms the dignity of the other. When 

there are no words, listening allows us to be Christ 

for another.  

     The truth is that only Christ breaks a person’s 

grief, softens a person’s anger or gives insight into 

confusion. We never know when pain and suffering 

will  lessen.  At  these times,  being heard,  being 

listened  to,  is one  of  the  most  privileged  ways 

people encounter Christ – it means we don’t suffer 

alone
