CELEBRATE EPIPHANY—JANUARY 6
January 6, which is 12 days after Christmas marks not only
the end of the Christmas holidays but also the start of the
Carnival season which climaxes with Mardi Gras.
Epiphany is commonly known as Three Kings’ Day or the
Feast of the Epiphany. It means “manifestation” or “showing
forth”. Tt is also called Theophany (“manifestation of God”),

especially by Eastern Christians. Epiphany refers not only to the
day itself but to the church season that follow it - a season that

has a varied length because it
ends when Lent begins, and this
depends on the date of Easter.

SYMBOL: Artworks show the three
wise men on the way to Bethlehem and
the star that guides them to Christ
symbolizing EPIPHANY .
