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The Musings of Our Pastor       
      "Ordinariness" seems to blanket such large portions of our earthly lives on a day-to-day basis, as you well know from per-
sonal experience.  I wasn't sure if I would find this word in my trusty dictionary, but Webster, defines "ordinary" by terms like 
"routine", "usual", "of common quality", "deficient in quality", etc. Hence, whenever our earthly lives are blanketed in a whole 
bunch of "ordinariness" day-in-and-day-out, we may lose the spark, the awe and wonder, the inner joy that tends to give life its 
memorable, dynamic and fulfilling quality. For me, though, this "ordinariness" of day-to-day life is often wonderfully, surprisingly 
punctuated by random encounters with individuals, who are truly sources of blessings and good things on my behalf.  My  
personal prayer each day pays close attention to these random encounters, to these sources of blessings, which punctuate the 
"ordinariness" of life, and I prayerfully celebrate my joy, my appreciation, with thanksgiving to God.  In these random  
encounters, the "ordinariness" of life takes on a memorable, loving, and life-giving quality, which one may not always experi-
ence in the usual ebb and flow of everyday life.  Isn't it a shame, a real loss, if we fail to truly appreciate these random encoun-
ters and the blessings they bring our way!  Let me cite a couple of examples for your consideration. 
 

     Having received the word that I do like rhubarb, a parishioner stopped by and handed me a couple of bags of very uniformly 
cut rhubarb, washed and ready for my use.  I searched out a nearby Amish Farm for 2 quarts of fresh strawberries and made 
my own version of rhubarb sauce for table use now and for use during the Winter months.  The "ordinariness" of the moment 
was transformed by the thoughtfulness and generosity of a parishioner, as well as by a bit of creative cooking!  All of this was, 
of course, a cause for prayerful thanks to God because of a random encounter that brought blessings and good things my way 
to make an ordinary day somewhat more unique and memorable!  
 

     The doorbell rang one day and the visitor asked if I like raspberries.  "I sure do like raspberries", was my quick reply.  The 
visitor invited me to come down to the farm and help myself to the red raspberries that were ready for picking and quite  
abundant as well.  We had a red raspberry patch in our garden at home, which provided a bit more grocery money for Dad, 
who sold the berries to lots of different people in the home town of Tiffin.  On a pleasant Monday afternoon, I picked two quarts 
of the berries, which were fabulous with a bowl of cereal and cold milk for breakfast.  In the visit to the farm to pick berries, I 
also received some fresh kale from the garden, which became the basis of some creative cooking for a pasta and spaghetti 
(meatless) dish for supper one evening (plus leftovers).  A young, energetic and thoughtful parishioner planted some swiss 
chard in his garden after hearing that I usually don't find this in the area grocery stores that I visit.  I found a bunch of fresh 
swiss chard in the sacristy one Sunday morning, and it, too, set the gears of my brain in motion for some creative cooking and 
for a number of tasty meals.  Of course, these random encounters and the blessings or good things that came with them 
stirred up prayers of thanksgiving to God deep within my heart.  The "ordinariness" of life, as a consequence, took on a much 
more delightful and memorable quality. 
 

     On a rainy, windy, and fairly quiet Wednesday morning toward the end of June, a visitor from Ohio stopped by with 2 loaves 
of homemade bread, a bag of coffee, and the gift of lively conversation on the front porch with a warm cup of coffee.  Again, 
the random encounter, the precious gifts, and the kind support, among other things, lifted the blanket of "ordinariness" from the 
day and made it especially delightful and memorable as well.  Moments of prayer that day included prayers of thanksgiving to 
God for some marvelous blessings that came my way through him.   
 

     If, by chance, you find the "ordinariness" of day-to-day life to be unsatisfactory to you, you might train your eyes and your 
heart to see more clearly some wonderful blessings and good things, which may come your way through any number of  
random encounters with different sorts of individuals.  Celebrating these blessings or good things, whatever they might be, can 
effectively remove the blanket of "ordinariness" that covers our day-to-day lives, and saturate the mix of life with something of 
a memorable, delightful, and unique quality.  I find this to be marvelously refreshing and invigorating.  How about you?  God
