Advent is a season observed in many Christian 
churches as a time of expectant waiting and prepara-
tion for both the celebration of the Nativity of Jesus 
at Christmas and the return of Jesus at the Second 
Coming. The term is a version of the Latin word 
meaning "coming". The term "Advent" is also used 
in Eastern Orthodoxy for the 40-day Nativity Fast, 
which has practices different from those in the West. 

 

Peter Canisius, S.J. was a renowned Dutch Jesuit 
Catholic priest. He became known for his strong 
support for the Catholic faith during the Protestant 
Reformation in Germany, Austria, Bohemia, Mora-
via, Switzerland and the United Kingdom. The res-
toration of the Catholic Church in Germany after 
the Protestant Reformation is largely attributed to 

the work there of the Society of Jesus, which he led. He is venerated in 
the Catholic church as a saint and as a Doctor of the Church.
