St. Vincent de PaulÚSeptember 27 
was born on April 24, 1581 in the French village of Pouy.  His first formal education was provided by the Franciscans. He 
was ordained in 1600 and graduated from the University of Toulose where he studied theology in 1604.  While traveling he 
was captured at sea by Barbary pirates and sold as a slave but eventually escaped.  He spent a year in Rome to continue his 
studies and became a chaplain. He became pastor of a small parish in Clichy for a short period of time, while also serving 
as a tutor and spiritual director.   He spent his life preaching missions to and providing relief to the poor. He even estab-
lished hospitals for them. This work became his passion. He later extended his concern and ministry to convicts. The need 
to evangelize and assist these souls was so great and the demands beyond his own ability to meet that he founded the La-
dies of Charity, a lay institute of woman, to help, as well as a religious institute of priests - the Congregation of Priests of 
the Mission, commonly referred to now as the Vincentians.   The Vincentians remain with us today with nearly 4,000 

members in 86 countries. In addition to his order of Vincentian priests, St. Vincent co-founded the Daughters of Charity along with St. Louise de 
Marillac.  He was eighty years old when he died in Paris on September 27, 1660.  He had "become the symbol of the successful reform of the French 
Church".   St.Vincent is sometimes referred to as "The Apostle of Charity" and "The Father of the Poor". 
His incorrupt heart can be found in the Convent of the Sisters of Charity and his bones have been embedded in a wax effigy of the Saint located at the 
Church of the Lazarist Mission. Both sites are located in Paris, France.   Miracles have been attributed to St Vincent - Pope Benedict XIII beatified 
him on August 13, 1729. Less than 8 years later (on June 16, 1737) he was canonized by Pope Clement XIII. The Bull of Canonization recognized 
Vincent for his charity and reform of the clergy, as well as for his early role in opposing Jansenism.   St. Vincent wrote more than 30,000 letters in his 
lifetime and that nearly 7,000 had been collected in the 18th century. There are at least five collections of his letters in existence today. 

                        ϝϝϝϝϝϝϝ 
Saint Lorenzo Ruiz was born around the year 1600 in Binondo, Manila, Philippines, son of a Chinese father and a Filipino 
mother. As Christians they raised Lorenzo as a Catholic. He served in his parish church as an altar boy and calligrapher.  As a 
young man, he joined the Dominican Confraternity of the Most Holy Rosary. He married a woman named Rosario. The couple 
had three children, two sons and one daughter.  
In 1636, Lorenzo was accused of murder. Allegedly he killed a Spaniard. However, to protect his safety at the time, he fled 
home and found refuge on board a ship with three Dominican priests and a leper, bound for Okinawa.  Lorenzo was arrested 
by Japanese officials for the crime of being a Christian and ordered to recant his faith.  He refused and was imprisoned for two 
years. On September 27, 1637, Lorenzo and his companions were taken to Nagasaki to be tortured by forcing water into their 

mouths and down their throats and out their noses and ears. Lorenzo was hanged upside down, with a rope around his ankles. "The torture forces a 
person to be hanged upside down with a gash cut in their forehead to prevent too much blood from gathering in the head. The gash also causes the 
victim to bleed to death over an extended period of time.  Those who recant are spared and allowed to live. But few people ever recanted, choosing 
instead to die for their faith.  Lorenzo refused to recant. According to the record of his death, his last words were, "I am a Catholic and wholeheart-
edly do accept death for God. Had I a thousand lives, all these to Him I shall offer. Do with me as you please."   His traveling companions were all 
killed, steadfast until the end.  Lorenzo was beatified by Pope John Paul II on February 18, 1981. The beatification ceremony was held in the Philip-
pines making it the first beatification ceremony ever held outside the Vatican.  His canonization took place at the Vatican on October 18, 1987.  Saint 
Lorenzo Ruiz is the patron saint of Filipino youth, the Philippines, people working overseas, and altar servers.

- Cause for Beatification opened in 1969;  
   presented to the Holy Congregation of Saints in 1973. 
- Declared Venerable December 18, 1997. 
- Beatified May 2, 1999. 
- Cononized a Saint by Pope John Paul II on  June 16, 2002.    

  Padre Pio is the only priest in Catholic history to bear the Stigmata, the 
five wounds of Jesus Christ crucified.  Padre Pio was also blessed by God 
with the gifts of discernment of spirits, prophecy, healing, bilocation and 
more.  He is a powerful intercessor for us before Almighty God. 
 He was born Francesco Forgione in the Italian village of Pietrelcina on 
May 25, 1887.  His parents, Giuseppa and Grazio Forgione, were peasant 
farmers.  At the age of 15 he entered the novitiate of the Capuchin Fran-
ciscan Friars and was ordained a priest in 1910.  On September 7, 1910,

On September 20, 1918, while 
praying in the Friary Chapel in San Giovanni Rotondo, Padre Pio re-
ceived the visible Stigmata, the five wounds of Christ: a wound on his left 
side, and bleeding wounds in his hands and feet, which he bore for fifty 
years.
