Almost everyone experiences depression. Some people 

struggle with it throughout their lives. Other s have days or 

months when life seems hopeless.  

No one in the Bible experienced despair as much as Job. 

Job lost his livestock, his servants, his children and their 

homes due to the forces of nature and enemy troop s. In 

swift succession, Job lost everything that was dear to him.  

At first, he accepts this. Job knows he came into the world 

with nothing and will leave this world with nothing. What 

he has belongs to God. God determines whether or not Job 

will keep it . òThe LORD gave and the Lord has taken away; 

blessed be the name of the LORD.ó But later, as the reality 

of his loss sinks in, Job experiences despair. òI have been 

assigned months of misery, and troubled nights have been 

allotted to me,ó he says. òMy days come to an end without 

hope. I shall not see happiness again.ó 

When we experience those emotions we may feel far from 

God. The security we once felt by Godõs presence departs.  

But Jobõs raw emotions appear uncensored in the Bible and 

in the Sunday readings. All human experience finds its place 

under the mantle of Godõs farseeing care. Even depression.

Statement on the Flu 

Many parts of the country, including Georgia, have been 

hit particularly hard by influenza this winter. We continue 

to monitor both the guidance of the United States 

Conference of Catholic Bishops and our local situation. 

We will be in touch immediately if  it seems appropriate 

to take more significant steps, such as temporarily 

suspending Communion from the chalice or on the 

tongue.  

At this point, anyone experiencing flu-like symptoms 

should be advised not to attend Sunday Mass (or other 

parish activities), partake from the chalice or participate 

in the exchange of the Sign of Peace.  The possibility of 

infection with influenza represents a sufficient reason not 

to attend Sunday Mass, and obviates the Sunday 

obligation.
