A Foreigner's Faith: Scott 

Hahn Reflects on the 

Twentieth Sunday in 

Ordinary Time  

 

Readings:  Isaiah 56:1, 6ï7 Psalm 67:2ï 8 
Romans 11:13ï15, 29ï32 Matthew 15:21ï28 
 
 
Most of us are the foreigners, the non-Israelites, about 
whom today’s First Reading prophesies. 
 
Coming to worship the God of Israel, we stand in the line 
of faith epitomized by the Canaanite woman in today’s 
Gospel. Calling to Jesus as Lord and Son of David, this 
foreigner shows her great faith in God’s covenant with 
Israel. 
 
Jesus tests her faith three times. He refuses to answer her 
cry. Then, He tells her His mission is only to Israelites. 
Finally, He uses “dog,” an epithet used to disparage non-
Israelites (see Matthew 7:6). Yet she persists, believing 
that He alone offers salvation. 
 
In this family drama, we see fulfilled Isaiah’s prophecy and 
the promise we sing of in today’s Psalm. In Jesus, God 
makes known among all the nations His way and His 
salvation (see John 14:6). 
 
At the start of salvation history, God called Abraham 
(see Genesis 12:2). He chose his offspring, Israel, from all 
the nations on the face of the earth to build His covenant 
kingdom (see Deuteronomy 7:6–8; Isaiah 41:8). 
 
In God’s plan, Abraham was to be the father of many 
nations (see Romans 4:16–17). Israel was to be the 
firstborn of a worldwide family of God, made up of all who 
believe what the Canaanite professes—that Jesus is Lord 
(see Exodus 4:22–23; Romans 5:13–24). 
 
Jesus came first to restore the kingdom to Israel (see Acts 
1:6; 13:46). But His ultimate mission was the reconciliation 
of the world, as Paul declares in today’s Epistle. 
 
In the Mass we join all peoples in doing Him homage. As 
Isaiah foretold, we come to His holy mountain, the 
heavenly Jerusalem, to offer sacrifice at His altar 
(see Hebrews 12:22–24, 28). With the Canaanite, we take 
our place at the Master’s table to be fed as His children.

extranjeros, los no israelitas, sobre quienes profetiza la 
Primera Lectura de hoy. 
 
Al venir a adorar al Dios de Israel, estamos en la línea de fe 
personificada por la mujer cananea en el evangelio de hoy. Al 
llamar a Jesús como Señor e Hijo de David, esta extranjera 
muestra su gran fe en el pacto de Dios con Israel. 
 
Jesús prueba su fe tres veces. Se niega a responder a su grito. 
Luego, le dice que Su misión es solo para los israelitas. 
Finalmente, usa “perro”, un epíteto que se usa para 
menospreciar a los no israelitas (ver Mateo 7: 6). Sin 
embargo, ella persiste, creyendo que solo Él ofrece la 
salvación. 
 
En este drama familiar, vemos cumplida la profecía de Isaías 
y la promesa que cantamos en el Salmo de hoy. En Jesús, 
Dios da a conocer a todas las naciones su camino y su 
salvación (ver Juan 14: 6). 
 
Al comienzo de la historia de la salvación, Dios llamó a 
Abraham (ver Génesis 12: 2). Él eligió a su descendencia, 
Israel, de todas las naciones sobre la faz de la tierra para 
construir Su reino del pacto (véase Deuteronomio 7: 6–8; 
Isaías 41: 8). 
 
En el plan de Dios, Abraham iba a ser el padre de muchas 
naciones (véase Romanos 4: 16-17). Israel iba a ser el 
primogénito de una familia mundial de Dios, formada por 
todos los que creen lo que profesa el cananeo: que Jesús es 
el Señor (véase Éxodo 4: 22–23; Romanos 5: 13–24). 
 
Jesús vino primero para restaurar el reino de Israel (ver 
Hechos 1: 6; 13:46). Pero su misión final fue la reconciliación 
del mundo, como Pablo declara en la epístola de hoy. 
 
En la Misa nos unimos a todos los pueblos para rendirle 
homenaje. Como predijo Isaías, llegamos a Su montaña 
santa, la Jerusalén celestial, para ofrecer sacrificios en Su 
altar (véase Hebreos 12: 22–24, 28). Con los cananeos, 
ocupamos nuestro lugar en la mesa del Maestro para ser 
alimentados como Sus hijos.

The Story of the Queenship of Mary  

Pope Pius XII established 
this feast in 1954. But 
Mary’s queenship has 
roots in Scripture. At the 
Annunciation, Gabriel 
announced that Mary’s 
Son would receive the 
throne of David and rule 
forever. At the 
Visitation, Elizabeth calls 
Mary “mother of my 
Lord.” As in all the 
mysteries of Mary’s life, 
she is closely associated 
with Jesus: Her 

queenship is a share in Jesus’ kingship. We can also 
recall that in the Old Testament the mother of the king 
has great influence in court. 

In the fourth century Saint Ephrem called Mary “Lady” 
and “Queen.” Later Church fathers and doctors 
continued to use the title. Hymns of the 11th to 13th 
centuries address Mary as queen: “Hail, Holy Queen,” 
“Hail, Queen of Heaven,” “Queen of Heaven.” The 
Dominican rosary and the Franciscan crown as well as 
numerous invocations in Mary’s litany celebrate her 
queenship. 

The feast is a logical follow-up to the Assumption, and is 
now celebrated on the octave day of that feast. In his 
1954 encyclical To the Queen of Heaven, Pius XII points 
out that Mary deserves the title because she is Mother 
of God, because she is closely associated as the New Eve 
with Jesus’ redemptive work, because of her 
preeminent perfection, and because of her intercessory 
power. 

Reflection    As Saint Paul suggests in Romans 8:28–30, 
God has predestined human beings from all eternity to 
share the image of his Son. All the more was Mary 
predestined to be the mother of Jesus. As Jesus was to 
be king of all creation, Mary, in dependence on Jesus, 
was to be queen. All other titles to queenship derive 
from this eternal intention of God. As Jesus exercised 
his kingship on earth by serving his Father and his fellow 
human beings, so did Mary exercise her queenship. As 
the glorified Jesus remains with us as our king till the 
end of time (Matthew 28:20), so does Mary, who was 
assumed into heaven and crowned queen of heaven 
and earth. 

St. Pius X, Pope 
Son of Giambattista Sarto, a village cobbler, and Margherita 
Sanson, living an impoverished childhood as one 
of eight children. Baptized on 3 June 1835. Confirmed on 1 
September 1848. 
 
He early felt a calling to the priesthood. Studied at 
the seminary of Padua, Italy, and was known as an 
exceptional student. Ordained by Blessed Giovanni Antonio 
Farina on 18 September 1858. Chaplain at Tombolo 
from 1858 to 1867. Archpriest of Salzano 
from 1867 to 1875. Canon of the Treviso cathedral chapter 
in 1875. Rector of the Treviso seminary and its spiritual 
director for nine years. Primicerius of 
the cathedral in 1879. Chancellor of the diocese of Treviso. 
Vicar capitular from December 1879 to 
June 1880. Bishop of Mantua, Italy on 10 November 1884. 
Assistant at the Pontifical Throne on 19 June 1891. 
Created cardinalςpriest of Saint Bernardo alle Terme on 12 
June 1893. Patriarch of Venice on 15 June 1893. Chosen 
257th pope in 1903, taking the name Pius X. 
 
Issued decrees on early Communion (age 7 instead of 12 or 
14 as previously). Destroyed the last vestiges 
of Jansenism by advocating frequent and even 
daily Communion. Reformed the liturgy, promoted clear 
and simple homilies, and brought Gregorian chant back to 
services. Revised the Breviary, and teaching of 
the Catechism. Fought Modernism, which he denounced as

Saint John Eudesô Story 

How little we know where God’s grace will lead. Born on a 
farm in northern France, John died at 79 in the next “county” 
or department. In that time, he was a religious, a parish 
missionary, founder of two religious communities, and a 
great promoter of the devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus 
and the Immaculate Heart of Mary. 
 
John joined the religious community of the Oratorians and 
was ordained a priest at 24. During severe plagues in 1627 
and 1631, he volunteered to care for the stricken in his own 
diocese. Lest he infect his fellow religious, during the plague 
he lived in a huge cask in the middle of a field. 
 
At age 32, John became a parish missionary. His gifts as a 
preacher and confessor won him great popularity. He 
preached over 100 parish missions, some lasting from several 
weeks to several months. 
 
In his concern with the spiritual improvement of the clergy, 
John realized that the greatest need was for seminaries. He 
had permission from his general superior, the bishop, and 
even Cardinal Richelieu to begin this work, but the 
succeeding general superior disapproved. After prayer and 
counsel, John decided it was best to leave the religious 
community. 
 
That same year John founded a new community, ultimately 
called the Eudists—the Congregation of Jesus and Mary–
devoted to the formation of the clergy by conducting 
diocesan seminaries. The new venture, while approved by 
individual bishops, met with immediate opposition, especially 
from Jansenists and some of his former associates. John 
founded several seminaries in Normandy, but was unable to 
get approval from Rome—partly, it was said, because he did 
not use the most tactful approach. 
 
In his parish mission work, John was disturbed by the sad 
condition of prostitutes who sought to escape their 
miserable life. Temporary shelters were found, but 
arrangements were not satisfactory. A certain Madeleine 
Lamy, who had cared for several of the women, one day said 
to him, “Where are you off to now? To some church, I 
suppose, where you’ll gaze at the images and think yourself 
pious. And all the time what is really wanted of you is a 
decent house for these poor creatures.” The words, and the 
laughter of those present, struck deeply within him. The 
result was another new religious community, called the 
Sisters of Charity of the Refuge. 
 
John Eudes is probably best known for the central theme of 
his writings: Jesus as the source of holiness; Mary as the 
model of the Christian life. His devotion to the Sacred Heart 
and to the Immaculate Heart led Pope Pius XI to declare him 
the father of the liturgical cult of the Hearts of Jesus and 
Mary. 

Saint  Bernard of Clairvauxôs Story 

Man of the 
century! Woman 
of the century! 
You see such 
terms applied to 
so many today—
“golfer of the 
century,” 
“composer of the 

century,” “right tackle of the century”—that the line no 
longer has any punch. But Western Europe’s “man of the 
twelfth century,” without doubt or controversy, had to be 
Bernard of Clairvaux. Adviser of popes, preacher of the 
Second Crusade, defender of the faith, healer of a schism, 
reformer of a monastic Order, Scripture scholar, theologian, 
and eloquent preacher: any one of these titles would 
distinguish an ordinary man. Yet Bernard was all of these—
and he still retained a burning desire to return to the hidden 
monastic life of his younger days. 

In the year 1111, at the age of 20, Bernard left his home to 
join the monastic community of Citeaux. His five brothers, 
two uncles, and some 30 young friends followed him into the 
monastery. Within four years, a dying community had 
recovered enough vitality to establish a new house in the 
nearby valley of Wormwoods, with Bernard as abbot. The 
zealous young man was quite demanding, though more on 
himself than others. A slight breakdown of health taught him 
to be more patient and understanding. The valley was soon 
renamed Clairvaux, the valley of light. 

His ability as arbitrator and counselor became widely known. 
More and more he was lured away from the monastery to 
settle long-standing disputes. On several of these occasions, 
he apparently stepped on some sensitive toes in Rome. 
Bernard was completely dedicated to the primacy of the 
Roman See. But to a letter of warning from Rome, he replied 
that the good fathers in Rome had enough to do to keep the 
Church in one piece. If any matters arose that warranted 
their interest, he would be the first to let them know. 

Shortly thereafter it was Bernard who intervened in a full-blown 
schism and settled it in favor of the Roman pontiff against the 
antipope. 

The Holy See prevailed on Bernard to preach the Second 
Crusade throughout Europe. His eloquence was so 
overwhelming that a great army was assembled and the 
success of the crusade seemed assured. The ideals of the 
men and their leaders, however, were not those of Abbot 
Bernard, and the project ended as a complete military and 
moral disaster. 

Bernard felt responsible in some way for the degenerative 
effects of the crusade. This heavy burden possibly hastened 
his death, which came August 20, 1153.
