The Liturgies of Holy Week, continued 
 

I wrote in my previous bulletin article about why I love and look 
forward to the solemn liturgies of Holy Week, which I hope you'll be 
able to experience in some measure.  In addition to these Masses, 
there are numerous other opportunities to enter into prayer during this 
most sacred time. 
 

On Wednesday (March 28th), after the usual daily 6:30pm Mass (at 
which we hear the Gospel passage where Judas agrees to betray our 
Lord), we have a service of Tenebrae at 7:00pm.  This prayer service 
takes many different forms since it is not one of the ñofficialò liturgies 
of the Church, so I am looking forward to experiencing it here at St. 
John's for the first time.  It is my understanding that our Tenebrae has 
consisted largely of the reading of Gospel passages.  In many Eastern 
Catholic traditions, the reading of several Gospel passages is a major 
fixture of Holy Week, and listening to the Word of God is always an 
excellent way to draw close to Christ.  Another devotion in this week 
is świňconka, the traditional Polish custom of blessing the baskets of 
Easter food.  This blessing will be given in church on Holy Saturday 
at 3:00pm and all are welcome. 
 

On each of the days in the ñTriduumò, that is, Holy Thursday 
(March 29th), Good Friday (March 30th), and Holy Saturday (March 
31st), we open the day with Morning Prayer at 9:00am.  This is 
taken from the Liturgy of the Hours.  In one of my recent Thursday 
evening lectures on Vatican II's Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy, 
we noted the exhortation that the Council gave to priests that: ñPastors 
of souls should see to it that the chief hours [...] are celebrated in 
common in church on Sundays and the more solemn feasts.ò  It's so 
wonderful that this tradition already exists here at St. John's during 
Holy Week! 
 

If you've never taken part in the Liturgy of the Hours before, I highly 
recommend taking the time to pray in this way.  The Liturgy of the 
Hours constitute, along with Mass, the public prayer of the church.  
(ñPublicò as contrasted with our private devotionsðregardless of how 
many people may be present for a given celebration.)  To illustrate the 
great importance the Church places on these prayers: although canon 
law says that ñpriests are earnestly �L�Q�Y�L�W�H�G to offer the eucharistic 
sacrifice daily,ò (canon 276 Ä2, 2) priests are ñ�R�E�O�L�J�H�G to carry out the 
liturgy of the hours daily according to the proper and approved 
liturgical booksò (canon 276 Ä2, 3).  So while I, as a priest, am not 
strictly required to offer Mass each day, it would be a mortal sin for 
me to omit the recitation of the Liturgy of the HoursðI know of no 
better example to explain just how important these prayers really are! 
 

The Liturgy of the Hours is especially noteworthy for the magnificent 
writings of the saints which complement the biblical readings and the 
prayers of the Psalms.  On Holy Thursday we'll be treated to a homily 
given by Saint Melito of Sardis, who lived in the 2nd century; on Good 
Friday we'll read a sermon of St. John Chrysostom, 4th century

Archbishop of Constantinople and Doctor of the Church; 
and on Holy Saturday we'll hear one of the most moving 
and inspiring texts of the entire liturgical year: a homily of 
the 4th century St. Epiphanius of Salamis about the 
Harrowing of Hell.  I think that Morning Prayer of Holy 
Saturday is one of the great treasures of the liturgy 
because if we ñskipò right from the Passion on Good Friday 
to the Resurrection at the Easter Vigil, we'll miss this great 
mystery: that Christ ñdescended into Hellò before he ñrose 
again on the third day,ò and how upon arriving in the abode 
of the dead He trampled down the gates of the netherworld 
and led into freedom those who for so many centuries had 
dwelt in darkness, awaiting his arrival.   
 

I'm greatly looking forward to this sacred time 
and hope that you will be able to assist at 
these liturgies!
