ñGuard, Unite, and Govern Herò 
In the opening lines of the Roman Canon (that is, the first and 

ancient Roman eucharistic prayer), we pray that the Lord may ñaccept and 
bless these gifts, these offerings, these holy and unblemished sacrifices,ò in 
order that we might receive the graces for which we pray.  We refer the 
offerings of the Mass as ñsacrifices.ò  The offering of a sacrifice always 
has to do with obtaining graces from God, because the very word 
ñsacrificeò means to ñsacrum facere,ò ñto makeò (facere) ñholyò (sacrum).  
The Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is meant to make us holy, to change us to 
become more like Christ. 

The prayer then asks for Godôs blessing upon numerous concerns.  
Various needs are mentioned, but the sacrifice of the Mass is something 
ñwhich we offer you firstly for your holy catholic Church.ò  Offering a 
sacrifice is something we do in order to make something holy, and this 
ancient prayer shows that the early Christians thought that, first and 
foremost, the thing that needed to be made holy was the ñholy catholic 
Churchò.  It is not at all a contradiction to ask that something holy be made 
holy: you are holy because of your baptism, and yet we know from our 
sins that God has not yet finished his work in us.  This is true for the 
individual Christian, and it is true for the Church. 

St. Paul says in his letter to the Ephesians (5:25ï27) that ñChrist 
loved the church and gave himself up for her, that he might sanctify her, 
having cleansed her by the washing of water with the word, that he might 
present the church to himself in splendor, without spot or wrinkle or any 
such thing, that she might be holy and without blemish.ò  Although we are 
promised that at the ñwedding feast of the Lambò (a biblical image for 
Heaven, see Revelation 19:7), Christôs bride the Church will be ñholy and 
without blemish,ò yet the early Christians knew that, while on pilgrimage 
through this valley of tears, we would need to pray for the holiness of the 
Church.  And to do so every Sunday! 
 In particular, this ancient Roman prayer asks God that He ñbe pleased 
to grant her [the Church] peace, to guard, unite and govern her throughout 
the whole world, together with your servant [Francis] our Pope and 
[Salvatore] our Bishop, and all those who, holding to the truth, hand on the 
catholic and apostolic faith.ò  It is immediately obvious why Christians 
who experienced or remembered the persecution of Christianity would 
pray for the peace of the Church, and pray that she be guarded.  It is also 
not at all surprising that they would pray for the unity of the Church: Jesus 
Himself prayed ñthat they may be oneò (John 17:12), and even while the 
Apostles yet lived, St. Paul was forced to confront the Corinthians about 
the fact that ñwhen you assemble as a church, I hear that there are divisions 
among youò (1 Cor 11:18). 
 But I think it might surprise some to learn that the ancient Christians 
thought it necessary to pray that the Church be ñgoverenedò.  They knew 
that the Lord had established the Church and entrusted her governance to 
the Apostles and to their successors, the bishops.  In Rome where this 
prayer was first used, they had known many holy Popesðindeed, a great 
many of the early bishops of Rome died as martyrs.  Did they think that 
their bishops might fail them?  That the successors to the apostles might 
make bad choices while governing the Church? 
 History explains why there was always a need for this prayer.  Holy 

though he might have become, Saint Peter denied Christ 
three times, and was once called ñSatanò by Christ Himself!  
In the fourth century, many bishops believed the Arian 
heresy (which had to do with denying the divinity of 
Christ).  Writing about a meeting of bishops in the year 
359, St. Jerome said that ñthe whole world groaned and 
marvelled to find itself Arian.ò  Even in the early centuries, 
when people remembered their personal encounters with 
great heroes of faith, the Church learned that many of her 
priests and bishops (not just one or two here or there) could 
fall into sin in a very short time.  This lesson was something 
that Godôs people Israel had learned in the Old Testament: 
the judgment of the Bible on the leaders whom God had 
appointed as Kings was that: ñExcept David and Hezekiah 
and Josiah they all sinned greatlyò (Sirach 49:4).  For all the 
centuries of its existence as a nation, Israel had only three 
good kings!  Three!  Ever!  Being great lovers of holy 
Scripture, the early Christians knew about the importance 
of praying for their leaders, in order that God would work 
through them to govern the Church. 
 And so, Sunday by Sunday, we continue this venerable 
tradition of the people of God, praying that the Lord use our 
Pope and bishops to govern the Church, in order that we 
might all grow in holiness.
