I was sitting in church on Tuesday morningðI had thought all alone, 
save for the Lordðwhen suddenly I found myself in the presence of 
é a bat!  Although later that morning an appointment was made with 
a wildlife control expert, one ought always to turn to prayer in any 
need, and so our flying friend gave me reason to look up a prayer I 
remembered hearing some years ago, the ñDeprecatory Blessing 
Against Pests.ò  For your edification, the text of the prayer is as 
follows:

I had planned by this invocation to drive out the unwanted visitor on 
Wednesday morning, but I learned that on Tuesday evening, someone 
had already beat me to it!  With great ingenuity the Saturday Music 
Group left the doors open during their rehearsal, and the bat, 
apparently no great lover of music, chose to exit through the main 
doors of church rather than listen to David Haas. Problem solved!   

The scheduled appointment with the professional bat-
removal technician was thus canceled. 

This little episode, silly as it is, can remind us of three 
important things to do when we face any difficulty.  First, 
we can always turn to prayer. Second, we can use our 
intelligence and resourcefulness to try to solve the problems 
we encounter. Reason is one of God's greatest gifts, and He 
often wants us to �D�F�W��to solve our problems, not �R�Q�O�\��pray.  
And finally, if neither prayer nor our own concerted efforts 
produce the desired result, we can call upon professionals.  
Some of the problems we face in life are problems where 
God will be pleased to work through other good people. If I 
had refused to ask for help, and �R�Q�O�\��prayed, to no avail, a 
lot of you reading this might rightly be mad at me for 
letting a bat stay in church through the weekend! Similarly, 
when we stubbornly refuse to ask others for help when we 
need it, God is not pleased by our refusal to make use of the 
gifts and talents that he has given to other people for the 
benefit of all. Relying on others makes us more ready to 
assist those in need of our help.  In the words of an old 
prayer: ñGrant that we may never forget that our common 
life depends upon each other's toil.ò
