Envisioning a Just Response to the Catholic Clergy 
Abuse Crisis - Dr. Jennifer Beste. Flannery Lecture in 
Catholic Theology, Gonzaga U. February 25, 5:30 pm, 
Hemmingson Center Ballroom. Free and open to the 
public. Dr. Beste argues that Catholic communities must 
prioritize action on three overlooked issues. First, as a 
body of Christ, we have not yet fully acknowledged the 
severe traumatic effects of clergy sexual abuse on youth. 
Second, we need to forge an authentic way of supporting 
clergy sexual abuse survivors in their pursuit of justice 
and healing. Third, we need to examine how Catholic 
assumptions about children, and norms requiring 
childrenôs obedience, contributed to clergy sexual abuse. 
Dr. Beste is Koch Chair in Catholic Thought and Culture 
and Professor of Theology at the College of Saint 
Benedict and St. Johnôs University in Minnesota.
