ABORTION EXPANSION BILL
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i In his annual budget, Governor Cuomo included
1 a radical bill (S.7511) that would eliminate vir-
| tually all limitations on abortion in New York
i State. It would ensure that abortion is legal
; through all nine months of pregnancy, for any
1 reason; it would allow for more late term abor-
: tions, even though studies show that a fetus ex-
1 periences pain at 20 weeks; it would eliminate
: the law that requires that a baby born alive af-
i ter an abortion be given adequate health care,
: even though as many as 5 to 10% of babies in
late term abortions are born alive; it would per-
I mit non-doctors to do abortions — so even if an
abortion was against a mother’s will
(involuntary or coerced), or if an unborn child is
deliberately targeted for an act of violence, it
could not be prosecuted.

New York State already has far too many abor-
