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 In the fall of 1971, I was assigned to Holy Name Parish in 
Greece as a weekend deacon.  At the time, Fr. Tom Reddington was 
the Pastor and Sr. MaryJo Langie, RSM, was the Pastoral Assistant.  
Little did I know that Sr. Langie was the first person in the Roman 
Catholic Church in the United States to hold such a title and such a 
position. 
 Holy Name Parish was founded in 1964, in the middle of 
the Second Vatican Council.  Though his parish was growing 
rapidly, Fr. Reddington was told that he would not be receiving an 
assistant pastor to help him in his ministry since no priests were 
available.  When Pope Paul VI promulgated the Dogmatic 
Constitution on the Church in November of 1964, Fr. Reddington 
found in the document the permission he needed to create a new 
ministerial office to assist him in his pastoral work. 
 Fr. Reddington discovered that the Council had taught that 
all the Faithful were, by “Baptism and Confirmation, sharers in the 
salvific mission of the Church.” (LG 33) and hence were, “to the 
best of their ability, to carry on the mission of the whole Christian 
people in the Church and in the world.” (LG 31, emphasis added).  
Further, the Council taught that “when there are no sacred 
ministers…some lay people may supply sacred functions to the best 
of their ability…[even if they] expend all their energies in apostolic 
work.” (LG 35)  Finally, the Council urged pastors “to recognize and 
promote the dignity and responsibility of the laity in the Church…
confidently assigning them duties in the service of the Church.” (LG 
37) 
 While Fr. Reddington felt he had discovered a completely 
worked-out theology of what would later be called “lay ecclesial 
ministry”, in fact the Church’s understanding of what it called the 
“lay apostolate” was closer to the pre-conciliar notion of Catholic 
Action—i.e. “the cooperation of the laity in the work of the 
hierarchy.” Nevertheless, all the elements for the future development 
were there and hence lay ecclesial ministry developed very rapidly 
in the years immediately following the close of the Council.  In fact, 
it was an explosion. 
 When the Bishops of the United States published a pastoral 
letter Co-Workers in the Vineyard in 2005 (40 years after Sr. Langie 
began her ministry as a Pastoral Assistant), there were already 
30,632 lay ecclesial ministers working full-time or part-time in the 
United States alone.  While the Bishops acknowledged that this 
notion of lay ministry was still evolving and its theological 
underpinnings were still evolving as well, they welcomed this 
development as a gift of the Holy Spirit.  While some Bishops still  
complained that the Church was clericalizing the laity at the expense 
of the hierarchical priesthood, most rejoiced in this development 
because more ministry was being done in parishes than ever 
before—by Pastoral Associates, Faith Formation Directors, Youth 
Ministers, Parish Visitors, etc.                         continued on page 3

 Even Pope Benedict XVI weighed-in on this subject, 
speaking forthrightly to the priests of the Diocese of Rome in 
2009 about lay ministry.  He told them that it was “…
necessary to improve pastoral structures in such a way that the 
co-responsibility of all the members of the People of God in 
their entirety is gradually promoted…This demands a change 
in mindset, particularly concerning lay people.  They must no 
longer be viewed as “collaborators” of the clergy but truly 
recognized as ‘co-responsible,’ for the Church’s being and 
action.”   Amen.
