Some people have stopped praying altogether——
sometimes because of laziness, sometimes because of frenetic
lives, but all too often today out of a sense that God doesn@ hear

my prayers anyway.
The so-called fibig bang theoryd is the leading
explanation today about how the universe began. It says the

universe as we know it started with a tiny mass--less than %2 inch
across--of infinite density, containing all of the mass and
space-time of the universe. Since that explosive fibeginning,0
that mass has inflated over the past 13.8 billion years to the
cosmos that we know today, containing at least 2 trillion galaxies.

Lest we think of this theory as godless, it was first
proposed in 1927 by the Belgian Catholic priest and physicist Fr.
Georges Lemaitre. He advanced this theory to explain why the
universe was expanding. While not godless in origin, this model
nevertheless raises the question which has troubled religious
thinkers for millennia. As the Psalmist put it: O Lord, our
Godé when I look at the heavens, the work of your hands, the
moon and the stars which you have arranged, what is humankind
that you are mindful of us, mortal beings that you care for
