We are pleased to have you join our faith community! 

 While every American family celebrates Christmas with 
their own special traditions, there is a remarkable similarity because 
of our common culture.  Though this American culture is ever 
changing, the root elements were planted by the European           
immigrants who landed on our shores.  While the Germans          
introduced the Christmas tree and the Dutch the legends of          
Sinterklaas, the most numerous contribution to our celebration of 
Christmas comes to the United States by way of Victorian England. 
 We easily forget that the industrial revolution of the early 
19th century introduced a general prosperity unknown before that 
time.  With that prosperity came rapid changes in British middle 
class culture.  At the beginning of the 19th century, Christmas was 
hardly celebrated at all save for Christmas Church services and a 
hearty dinner for those wealthy enough to afford one.  But in 1848, a 
London news journal published an illustration of Queen Victoria and 
her family gathered around a Christmas tree decorated with fruit, 
sweets, nuts and candles--customs Prince Albert had brought with 
him from his childhood in Germany.  Soon every British home had 
to have a decorated tree like Queen Victoria.  Earlier in the 1840ôs, 
British entrepreneur Sir Henry Cole, noted for combining art and 
industry, introduced the Christmas card.  Once Queen Victoria began 
sending Christmas cards, everyone sent Christmas cards.   
 During this time period, gift-giving underwent a remarkable 
transformation.  Originally, gifts were exchanged on New Yearôs 
Day or the Epiphany.  They consisted usually of fruit or sweets or 
handmade trinkets.  But the new-found prosperity combined with the 
new wealth of manufactured goods soon saw the gifting of toys, 
clothing, books and jewelry instead.  Nevertheless, each person    
ordinarily received only one or two gifts per year. 
 All of these Victorian customs were rapidly transferred to 
the United States where they continued to evolve and take root.  In 
1822, classics scholar Clement Moore wrote ñA Visit from St.   
Nicholasò for his children, describing St. Nick as a white-bearded 
pipe-smoking ñjolly old elf,ò dressed all in fur and transported in a 
miniature sleigh full of toys drawn by eight tiny reindeer.  Mooreôs 
St. Nicholas magically entered every home through its chimney.  
Though the poem was immensely popular, political cartoonist  
Thomas Nast tinkered with his imagery.  In 1863 he began drawing 
pictures of an adult size Christmas Eve visitor, eventually giving him 
the familiar red suit trimmed in white fur, a North Pole address and 
the name Santa Claus.  The real St. Nicholas, the celibate and saintly 
bishop of Myra, the generous 3rd century man who gave secretly to 
the poor, suffered the last indignity in 1899 when author Katharine 
Lee Bates gave him a wife.  
 In the midst of all these constantly evolving secular cultural 
overlays of Christmas, it is the task of every Christian preacher to 
blow the whistle and call ñtime-outòéto remind you again and again 
ñthe reason for the season.ò  Itôs not about the tree or the Christmas 
cookies or the presents.  Itôs really about Godôs love for us, which 
was so great that God took on human flesh to save us from ourselves.  
Now that all the fanfare of Christmas Day is over, I beg you to     
celebrate the Epiphany today as a Wise Man or Wise Woman, giving 
thanks to God for the gift of a Son and in return gifting God our 
grateful hearts.                                  Peace to all,    Fʞ. Hʆᴍ

Diocese of Rochester Public Policy Weekend 

The annual Public Policy Weekend will be Feb. 8-9, 
2020. This year the state's bishops are asking       
Catholics to sign a petition opposing a bill to legalize 
physician assisted suicide in New York. 

To help us reflect on this issue the Cathedral       
Community will offer a 90-minute workshop 
on Saturday January 18, from 2:15 to 3:45.     
(There is a 4 pm Mass at the Cathedral.) 

Many people and their families struggle with the care 
decisions to be made in the setting of advanced    
illness.  Those struggles are often further amplified as 
death approaches. When is a Do Not Resuscitate   
order the right decision? Is it OK to not use artificial 
fluids and feeding through a stomach tube? Will pain 
medication hasten death? What is the difference   
between aggressive symptom management and  
physician assisted suicide? 

Patients and their families can easily recognize the 
universal distress captured in the lament of a young 
doctor working with a family on a feeding tube     
decision: "Sometimes it's just so hard to know the 
right thing to do." 

Aware of the burden and uncertainty inherent in end 
of life care decision-making, we would like to offer 
you an opportunity to attend a session where your 
questions can be raised and addressed by a panel of 
individuals with expertise in this area. We will have a 
theologian, 2 physicians, a hospice nurse and a social 
worker. We think this will be an extremely important 
and life affirming session.
