     "Courage! Do not be afraid". Do you know who said those words? If you said, Pope 
John Paul II, you may not be wrong. Also, if you said, Christ Jesus, you are not wrong 
either. Both men stressed the need to banish needless fears in our lives. No doubt, a 
number of prominent people have used those words throughout history, reminding us 
of the paralyzing effects of fear in our lives. This Sunday, however, we shall focus our 
attention to the prophet Isaiah whom we encounter in our first reading. He uttered 
those words many centuries ago as he urged his discouraged country men and women 
not to lose hope in the Lord.  
    We can still relate to these words today in our own era, can we not? If you have, for 
instance, shaken hands with discouragement and faced frustrating failures, you are one 
of those Isaiah is addressing today. In the same vein, if you have been at the receiving 
end of formidable set-backs, or back-biting, or false accusations etc., the prophet is 
equally addressing you this Sunday. His powerful message this Sunday is meant to 
bring peace and strength to all who feel discouraged and unappreciated. He urges us 
not to lose hope, and not to doubt ourselves, but instead to forge ahead despite obsta-
cles, because those backed by the Lord cannot fail in the end. 
    My fellow reflectors and friends, God never fails. We must always bear this truth in 
mind in life's ups and downs. No matter how tough and rough things may seem, let us 
latch onto the Lord, and not despair. We are sometimes confronted with great challeng-
es and set-backs in our families, workplaces, and community.  At such moments even 
some of our close friends may desert us or keep their distance from us because they do 
not want to be bothered. What should be our reaction when that happens? Do we fret 
and complain endlessly, or do we roll our sleeves up and move on, trusting in the un-
failing power of God?  
     The latter is the path a child of God should follow. He or she is not to throw in the 
towel, because fear and surrender are not supposed to be part of our DNA as followers 
of Christ.   
    Come to think about it, what is happening in our two parishes in recent period con-
tinues to testify to the fact that nothing  can take the place of prayer and fearless efforts. 
Fear of failure should not deter us from courageously taking risks for the Lord, trusting 
in His providence.  
    Believe it or not, our God calls us this Sunday through His prophet Isaiah and 
through His Son to take courage and not to give way to fear. We are urged today to be 
people who do not run away from challenges but instead face them squarely, trusting 
in the power of the Most High.  
    My prayer today is, may God through the power of the Eucharist continue to em-
power us so that we become people with a fearless and bold witness of God's love and 
mercy in our families and wider community. Amen!
