The Pastor’s Workshop

Well we have completed the church painting! First, we
should be grateful for a substantial donation a few years
past that was strictly dedicated to this painting effort;
otherwise the church would still be a pale blue and plaster
would still be falling off the wall. This Covid period was a
wonderful time to get the work done, as very little was
happening on the campus. | know some have seen the
church painting, but many have not due to the virus and
remain home.

A few points you may have missed.

qlit is hard not to notice the indirect lighting on the ceiling.
Originally it was going to be done by a contractor. The
company pulled out because of Covid concerns. Instead it
was capably done by Jim Novotny (and Betty). That too
saved considerably in the effort. Notice as well more light
on the Last Supper scene beneath the altar.

We have a ‘new’ repurposed pulpit that follows the
same decoration as the altar. It was capably completed by
one of the men in the parish. | asked him to convert a statue
pedestal and transform it into a pulpit. This saved us
considerable. The previous pulpit didn’t go with anything,
and was added in the 1960s.

fPlease notice the plaster repairs, a bit larger project than
expected. The painters had to take down the plaster to the
brick over the organ. The painters reapplied new plaster
(about a ton I'm told). With all the plaster off the wall, the
back wall behind the organ looked more like a fireplace.
This took a good deal of time by painters.

fNotice the dozen or so radiator covers removed. The
original radiators had been removed years ago, but the
metal covers for some reason remained. Gone now.

Draw your attention to the gold outline around the
windows; it’s not large, but we added as we got farther into
the painting. | think it sets off the windows nicely.

fThe crosses behind the altar were a nice finishing touch
supplied by John Wheadon from Emil Frei. Notice the
fleur de lis tips on the crosses (a bit of a reminder of the
French beginnings in Bonne Terre). Also, note the fine
detail work inside the crosses.

fFinally, a lot of cleaning the past couple of weeks by
some very dedicated ladies. Windows, side altars,
PEWS. et 50 years of dust.

fiNone of this could have happened without a new roof put
on the church last summer at some expense.

Of course, flooring still needs to be done. We will go
forward with this as we have collected additional funds
from the monthly envelopes to the restoration.




Perfect Contrition and Spiritual Communion
What to do if you cannot go to Confession or Holy Communion due to the COVID-19 coronavirus

If you have to self-isolate or are quarantined due to the COVID-19 coronavirus, it is unlikely
that you will be able to receive the sacraments as normal,

In these circumstances, there are devotions through which you can recelve absolution for
your sins, (under certain conditions), and the consolation of Eucharistic grace.

These devotions are officizlly encouraged by the Church and have been practiced by saints.

How to make an Act of Perfect Contrition

Through an act of Perfect Contrition, you receive pardon for your sins outside of confession, even mortal
sins, on condition that you determine to amend your life and make a firm resolution to go to sacramental
confession as soon as this becomes possible for you.

Perfect Contrition is & grace from God, so sincerely ask for this gift throughout the day prior to making
your act of contrition: “My God, grant me perfect contrition for all my sins”.

1. In reality or imagination kneel 2t the foot of 2 crucifix and say to yourself: “Jesus, my God and my
Saviour, in the midst of your agony, you remembered me, you suffered for me, you wished to wipe
away my sins”,

. Contrition is ‘perfect’ if you repent of your sins because you love God and are sorry for offending Him
and causing the sufferings of Christ on the cross. Before the Crucified Christ remember your sins,
repent of them because they have brought our Lord to His sufferings on the Cross. Promise him, that
with His help, you will not sin again.

. Recite, slowly and sincerely, an act of contrition focused on the goodness of God and your love of
Jesus: “O my God, because you are so good, | am very sorry that | have sinned against you and by the
help of your grace 1 will not sin again. Amen”.

4. Make 2 firm resolution to go to sacramental confession as soon as practically possible,

How to make a Spiritual Communion

The key to Spiritual Communion is to grow in your heart a constant desire for the Blessed Sacrament.
1. If you are aware of serious or mortal sin, make an Act of Perfect Contrition.
2. Imagine the sacred words and actions of the Mass or watch online or on TV.

3. Make all those acts of faith, humility, sorrow, adoration, love and desire that you usually express
before Holy Communion.

. Desire, with eamest longing, to receive our Lord present — Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity — in the
Blessed Sacrament.

. Say this prayer of St. Alphonsus de' Ligouri: “My Jesus, | believe that You are present in the Blessed
Sacrament. | love You above all things, and | desire You in my soul. Since | cannot now receive You
sacramentally, come zat least spirituzlly into my heart. As though You are already there, | embrace You
and unite myself wholly to You; do not let me ever be separated from You. Amen.

. After moments of silent adoration make all those acts of faith, humility, love, thanksgiving and offering
that you usuzlly express through prayers after Holy Communion.
