Dear Padre

DECEMBER 10, 2017

Especially before Christmas, lappreciate
times of silence at Mass but seldom find
them. Priests ask the congregation to
open their missalettes after Communion
to recite the daily antiphon, which seems
more trouble to locate and say than to
simply remain silent. Please advise.
Before Mass, it's commendable that silence
be observed in the church, sacristy, vesting
room, and adjacent areas so that all may
“carry out the sacred celebration in a de-
vout and fitting manner” (General Instruc-
tion of the Roman Missal, 45).

During Mass, “Let us pray” is an invita-
tion to observe a moment of silence for the
congregation to “place themselves in God’s
presence and make their personal peti-
tions” (Introduction to the Order of Mass,
35). Communal silence is also observed
within the penitential act for people to rec-
ollect themselves, at the end of a reading
or the homily for all to meditate briefly on
what they’'ve heard, then after Communion
to praise and pray to God in their hearts
(GIRM 45). In other words, there’s a silence
that reflects shame before God for our sins,
a silence that reflects our need to ponder
his word, and a deep silence before God
that reflects awe and incapacity for words
after receiving the Body of Christ!

If there’'s no singing after Communion,
the antiphon “"may be recited either by the
faithful, or by some of them, or by a reader;
otherwise, it is recited by the priest himself
after he has received Communion and be-
fore he distributes Communion to the faith-
ful” (GIRM 87).

Without liturgical silence, “"the celebra-
tion can become perfunctory in its haste
or burdensome in its unrelieved sound and
song” (Introduction 48).
