SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY:  Contact the office at least six months 
in advance for an appointment. A definite Wedding Date will be set 
only after preparations are underway.  

SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM:  Register and worship with us at least 3 
months prior to Baptism. Parents must be registered. Godparents must 
be registered, receive communion regularly,  be confirmed Catholics, 
and not be cohabiting with a partner outside the blessings of a Catholic 
marriage. Call the office for more information and class dates. 

SACRAMENTS OF FIRST EUCHARIST/RECONCILIATION: Baptized              
Children or youth who have completed 2 years of age-appropriate  
catechism and are in at least the third grade may be enrolled in the First 
Eucharist program,  provided they have had good class and mass           
attendance.                                                                                                          
CONFIRMATION: Teen Confirmation preparation is generally a                         
two-year process, but may take longer if student does not have                     
consistent class and mass attendance.
