THIRTY-FIRST SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME NOVEMBER 4, 2018

Dear Friends,

Over this past weekend, we once again witnessed another terrible act of violence, this time committed
against of house of worship. The Tree of Life Synagogue in Pittsburgh was heinously attacked during Worship
this past Saturday. As more details have emerged, one can’t help but to feel angry, hurt, frustrated, and many
other emotions that come in these events that have become too common place.

Let us be clear: we as Catholics are called by the same God of the Jewish people, and we condemn anti-
Semitism. Indeed, in the Solemn Intercessions that take place on Good Friday, we pray for the Jewish People by
name. The prayer is as follows:

“Let us pray also for the Jewish people,

to whom the Lord our God spoke first,

that he may grant them to advance in love of his name
and in faithfulness to his covenant.”

I am also reminded of St. John Paul II, who during his pontificate made enormous strides in bringing
healing to the relationship between Catholics and the Jewish People, himself condemning anti-Semitism
numerous times. This has much to do with his great friendship with his childhood friend Jerzy Kluger, who he
would grow up with in his hometown of Wadowice in Poland:

“Mr. Kluger, who was called Jurek as a boy, met John Paul, then Karol Wojtyla and nicknamed Lolek,
before they were 5. They skied, hiked and played sports together; young Karol played goalie on
Wadowice’s Jewish soccer team. They helped each other with homework, made devilish fun of teachers
and visited each other’s homes almost daily. More important, they entered each other’s places of worship
in the shared belief that every person is a child of God... Not that Wadowice was free of prejudice in the
1920s... Anti-Jewish comments were common enough that Mr. Kluger remembered the fierceness with
which the future pope denounced them.”:

Further, “One incident left a profound impact on Mr. Kluger. After learning that both boys had passed
their high school exams, he ran to the church, where he knew he would find his friend, to share the news. Another
parishioner recognized Mr. Kluger as a Jew and asked why he had come. When Wojtyla heard about the
exchange, he responded, ‘Aren’t we all God’s children?’”>

While they lost touch for many years due to World War II and the continued struggles afterwards, the two
would reunite at the Second Vatican Council. From there, Jerzy Kluger would help his friend over his 27 year
pontificate in his efforts to repair Catholic-Jewish Relations. Reminded of this solidarity between the Jewish
People and ourselves, let us pray for those so hurt by these events, asking the Lord to strengthen and bless the
victims, their families, the whole community at the Tree of Life Synagogue, and the surrounding community.
