A letter from Fr. Jim . . . 

Dear Friends, �

As we come to this celebration of Pentecost, we see that over the 10 days prior 

to Pentecost (from the Ascension to the gift of the Holy Spirit being bestowed), the 

Apostles prayed with Mary at the center. We know the story: The Holy Spirit rushed 

in and they were set aflame with his gifts and go out to preach to the ends of the Earth. 

Forgotten however is that this is not done in a vacuum. The Apostles had three years of formation at the 

feet of the Master. Grace builds upon nature. In other words, the grace God provides builds on what has 

been received, because we cannot give what we do not have. �

This means something profound: The “lens” in which we look at the world counts for a lot; or how 

we’ve been formed counts for a lot. For each of us, we must consider how we move in our daily lives and 

what are our first principles. Because first principles matter � if we get them wrong, we get everything 

wrong. Even those things we get correct may be at risk because if we take false first principles and take 

them to their logical conclusion, we’ll lose those pieces because the logic will not follow. An example 

could be as follows: if a carpenter started with false first principles to make a square table (wrong width 

or length, wrong materials), and he starts to build, he may get a table built, but it will not be a square or 

may not even hold up. To quote an author on the topic of first principles: “Even if his tools are right, if he 

refuses to respect the nature of the materials he builds with, he will succeed only in building a great ru-

in... As in carpentry… so in human affairs. We must have good tools, and we must respect the material 

we work with; that is, we must begin from correct principles, and we must be steeped in humanity. We 

must know what human beings are, what they are for � or, to put it a different way, what perfection they 

should seek.”*�

� Over the last 2,000 years, nothing on earth has steeped itself more in human beings, who they are 

and what they are for, than the Catholic Church. We cannot understand the social teachings of the Church 

“without understanding what a society is to begin with, which requires that we understand what human 

beings are, and why they are � for what end God made them, male and female, in His image and like-

ness.”** �

There is an enormous need in our world to return to the understanding of what it means to be in 

the image and likeness of God. One such way was given to us in and through St. John Paul II in two 

works: first, a philosophical look at this question called Love and Responsibility (please note: a good 

practical summary book for this is Dr. Edward Sri’s book Men, Women, and the Mystery of Love) and 

second, his first major topic of his Wednesday Audiences that gives the theology is called Man and 

Woman, He Created Them: A Theology of the Body (another good practical summary book of this is 

called Theology of the Body for Beginners (2018 version) by Christopher West). These begin to explain 

some of the most core elements of what it means to be human and how we are to live it. �

This is not exhaustive, but covers the fundamental principles that build out the rest of the Social 

Teaching of the Church. Once we have the proper “lens” to see why the Church teaches what she does, 

we see it’s coherence and begin to understand what comes out of Psalm 139: I praise you, because I am 

wonderfully made; wonderful are your works! My very self you know.***�
