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Dear Friends,�

� Sin has consequences. Yes, I know: such an uplifting start to my weekly message, but we cannot 

ignore this reality. But what is sin? The Catechism defines sin in this way: First, “Sin is an offense 

against reason, truth, and right conscience” In other words, it moves against the order of things and how 

they were designed to work in nature. So for example, as God creates us in his image and likeness, to do 

harm to another by means of violence offends against what we’ve been created for. Further, “it is failure 

in genuine love for God and neighbor caused by a perverse attachment to certain goods.”* An example of 

this would be an over�zealous attachment to something we turn into an idol, so much so that we in turn 

skip out on our responsibilities in other areas.�

� One of the last definitions, however, is the one that we need to especially concern ourselves with 

today: “It wounds the nature of man and injures human solidarity.”* What does this wounding 

mean? Recall those times we’ve maybe believed “the world” at large when it said to us in some way � “if 

you do this, you’ll be happy”. Under the many excuses and endorsements of those around us who would 

say things like “well, everyone is doing this” or “it will help you in this way”, we fall for it. These deci-

sions can leave a painful hurt in our own interiority that doesn’t just go away. �

� Now, we have a good capacity to adapt, but without addressing 

what occurred � it will continue to be a cause of pain going forward. So 

the question becomes how do we address this wounding? Three ways 

will help: 1. The Sacraments; 2. Prayer; and 3. Fasting. Over these next 

weeks, I’ll address them one at a time. But for now, a simple encourage-

ment: don’t carry this alone � you are not meant to. God wishes to 

walk with us. Reach out if you are in need, whether to me, one of the 

staff, a parishioner you trust, someone among this group who can be a 

listening ear to help you. We all need assistance in our lives. Let us 

work together as one to help lift each other up in our trials.�
