THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD 
Today we celebrate the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. 
Starting his public ministry, Jesus came to the Jordan where 
John the Baptist baptized and preached both repentance and the 
coming of the Messiah. Jesus came to John the Baptist and 
asked to be baptized; during Jesusô baptism, the Holy Spirit 
came upon him and the voice of God the Father affirmed that 
Jesus is truly the Son of God.  
This event in the life of Jesus reminds us of our own baptism.
