SAINTS OF THE WEEK 

Saturday, July 20, Saint Apollinaris , Bishop, Martyr ð died in the first century; early accounts report that he was ordained  

bishop by St. Peter himself and sent as a missionary bishop to Ravenna during the reign (41 -54 AD) of the emperor Claudius.    

Renowned for his power to heal in the name of Christ, he was frequently exiled, tortured, and imprisoned for the faith, and  

finally martyred.  
 

Monday, July 22, SAINT MARY MAGDALENE  ð died in the first century; healed of possession; disciple of Jesus and present at 

his crucifixion; in Mark, the first to witness to the risen Lord (hence, called the òapostle of the Apostlesó); almost universally 

agreed today that her being identified as the sinful woman of Lk 7:36 -50 is unfounded; patroness of the Order of Preachers.  
 

Tuesday, July 23, Saint Bridget , Religious ð died in 1373 in Rome; born in Sweden; mother of eight; mystic prophet and 

foundress of the Order of the Most Holy Savior (Bridgetines); sought to end the luxury and dissipation of the Avignon papacy and 

the return of the pope to Rome; her  Revelations record her spiritual experiences and life; patroness of Sweden; together with St. 

Teresa Benedicta of the Cross (Edith Stein) and St. Catherine of Siena, declared co -patroness of Europe by Pope John Paul II 

(1991). 
 

Wednesday, July 24, Saint Sharbel Makhluf , Priest ð died in 1898; Born in 1828 in a small mountain village in north Lebanon, 

he became a monk of the Maronite Rite and was ordained a priest in 1859.   Devoted to the Blessed Virgin Mary, he spent the last 

twenty -three years of his life as a hermit.   Despite temptations to wealth and comfort, Sharbel taught the value of poverty,  

self-sacrifice, and prayer by the life he lived.   He possessed the gift of performing miracles even during his lifetime.   His tomb at 

the monastery of St. Maron in Annaya, Lebanon, is a place of pilgrimage.   Canonized by Pope Paul VI in 1977, Sharbel is known 

as the òHermit of Lebanon.ó 
 

Thursday, July 25, SAINT JAMES, APOSTLE ð James, brother of John, is called òthe Greateró because he  
followed Christ before the other apostle of the same name; first of the Twelve to be martyred, being decapitated by 

order of Herod Agrippa I, in 44; venerated at Compostella, Spain; named in the Roman Canon; patron of pilgrims, of 

Spain, Guatemala, and Nicaragua.  
 

Friday, July 26, Saints Joachim and Anne , Parents of the Blessed Virgin Mary ð Names for the parents of Mary 
found in the 2 nd century.   Protoevangelium of James; veneration of Anne originated in the 6 th century East; patroness 

of childless women and miners; devotion to Joachim dates from the 8 th century.

This past week our Youth participated in Catholic Heart Work Camp.  They worked with 11 Social Agencies in 
and around New Braunfels: The New Braunfels Food Bank, WIC New Braunfels, WIC San Marcos, The San 
Marcos Animal Shelter, Connections Downtown, Connections Transitional Living, Sts. Peter and Paul Thrift 
Store, Habitat for Humanity Restore, Habitat for Humanity Construction Site, Women's Crisis Center, Kids' 
Club, Comal County Senior Center Thrift Store. They did everything from painting, to sorting and organizing, 
and construction work. They also had a group at John Paul II Catholic High School painting and cleaning. 

They served 17 residents in the New Braunfels area, using 55 gallons of paint, 40 - 8' pieces of 1x4 cedar for 
trim and facia repair; 10 sheets of plywood; 25 pieces of siding; cases of caulk; 3 new 4x4 posts; 20 deck 
boards; several pieces of sheetrock; 15 pieces of interior trim, and a dozen cans of wasp spray. We filled a 40 
yard dumpster with brush, construction debris and trash from several jobsites, as well as mowing and  
weed-eating 15 yards. They built a storage shed, and gifted our local Goodwill store with lots of treasures.  

But the best gift they gave was love for our neighbor. The Gospel reading last Sunday 
illustrated perfectly the love of neighbor our youth and adult leaders displayed this past 
week.
