Dear Friends, 

 

This week we celebrate Thanksgiving. Although this is a civil holi-

day, itôs creation -as a national holiday- was motivated by 

deep religious sentiments. In 1863 President Abraham Lin-

coln proclaimed a national Thanksgiving Day to be held each No-

vember.  

 
Sara Josepha Hale was the one who prompted Lincoln to declare 

the national holiday. In a private letter to him she writes, "You may 

have observed that, for some years past, there has been an increas-

ing interest felt in our land to have the Thanksgiving held on the 

same day, in all the States; it now needs National recognition and 

authoritative fixation, only, to become permanently, an Ameri-

can custom and institutioné[é] each State should, by stat-

ute, make it obligatory on the Governor to appoint the last Thurs-

day of November, annually, as Thanksgiving Day; ð or, as this 

way would require years to be realized, it has occurred to me that 

a proclamation from the President of the United States would be 

the best, surest and most fitting method of National appointment." 
 
Part of President Lincolnôs proclamation reads that all are "to set 

apart and observe the last Thursday of November, as a day of 

Thanksgiving and Praise to our beneficent Father who dwelleth in 

the Heavens. And I recommend to them that, while offering up the 

ascriptions justly due to Him for such singular deliverances and 

blessings, they do also, with humble penitence for our national per-

verseness and disobedience, commend to His tender care all those 

who have become widows, orphans, mourners or sufferers in the 

lamentable civil strife in which we are unavoidably engaged, and 

fervently implore the interposition of the Almighty Hand to heal 

the wounds of the nation and to restore it as soon as may be con-

sistent with the Divine purposes to the full enjoyment of peace, har-

mony, tranquility and Union.ò
