The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord 
This week we bring to conclusion the Advent -Christmas  

Cycle of the Liturgy of the Church. We have prepared in a 4 -week cycle of Advent for the wonderment of 

God becoming man in the Son, Jesus Christ. We celebrate the connection between the House of King David 

through the relationship of Joseph, the foster father of Jesus. We see the scriptural connection of Da-

vid’s family to the town of Bethlehem.  

With the angels song of Glory to God in the Highest, we see the manifestation of the redeemer to the peo-

ple of Israel - and it is in the Feast of the Epiphany, that the Gentile world is pulled into the web of the Messiah.  

The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord closes the  

birthing of Christ and moves the Church now to the full mystery of Christ as he calls his people to faith, hope and love 

fully explained in the Palm Sunday and Passion time ending with Suffering, Death, Resurrection and Ascension, culminat-

ing in the Birthday of the Church at  

Pentecost.  

The Baptism of Jesus 
     As the baptized Jesus emerges from the waters of the Jordan, God’s voice declares: “You are my beloved Son; with 
you I am well pleased,” (Luke 3:22) revealing his true essence and identity.  This is a remarkable reminder of the im-

portance of our Baptism as the sacrament that declares our identity as members of the body of Christ.  Just as God 

declares the baptized Jesus as his Son, in Baptism we become sons and daughters of God in Jesus Christ, and the Spir-

it of God descends to strengthen us in our Christian mission of love and service.  

     Today we pray for the Church: may the Holy Spirit inspire in us a deeper appreciation of our Baptism, as the sacra-

ment that makes us who we are in Christ.  

     Let us also pray for all who are preparing for Baptism and entrance to the church in the RCIA process:  may the Ho-

ly Spirit continue to guide all of us to turn their minds and hearts to Christ.        

     Let us pray for all who have left the Church, may God’s Spirit of healing and reconciliation restore unity to all mem-

bers of the body of Christ.
