Rules for Lent — Fasting and Abstinence
Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to
fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Penitential
fasting is encouraged throughout Lent. Fasting means
partaking of only one full meal: two other collations,
not equaling a full meal, are allowed. I think it would be
a very healthy idea, spiritually and physically
to participate in the fasting regimen of the Church
during the 40 days of Lent.
