Six years ago, during a liturgical celebration for St.Joseph the 
Worker, Pope Francis said this, "We do not get dignity from 
power or money or culture. We get dignity from work. 
Work is fundamental to the dignity of the person. Work, to 
use an image, 'anoints' with dignity, fills us with dignity, 
makes us similar to God who has worked and still works, 
who always acts." Four years earlier Pope Benedict XVI wrote 
the following in his encyclical CARIT AS IN VERIT ATE 
(Charity in Truth), "The primary capital to be safeguarded 
and valued is ... the human person in his or her integrity: Man 
is the source, the form and the aim of all economic and social 
life" Our two most recent pontiffs continued to advance a truth 
always celebrated in our faith but was in desperate need of 
defense some 128 years ago when Pope Leo XII issued RERUM 
NOVA RUM to a world just entering unknown and treacherous 
waters. 

The Western World forever changed after the Enlightenment 
and the dawn of the Industrial Age. The entire earth would soon 
endure both the pain and the wonder of a new world order. 
How would we ever find our way in the face of social and 
political upheaval? The surprising benefits of freedom, leisure, 
and choice would soon have to contend with the latest 
developments of tyranny, abuse, and greed. Scientific discovery 
and industrial engineering would soon become both blessing 
and curse. Perhaps the best way Mother Church could enter the 
fray was to vociferously proclaim the dignity, value, and holiness 
of each and every woman, man, and child. Our Church's 
encyclicals most commonly understood as "labor rights» 
continue to guide us to the deeper meaning and purpose of 
human work. 

This weekend our country celebrates "Labor Day". We need to 
remember that this holiday is not just a day off or the unofficial 
end of summer vacation. This weekend we intentionally 
consider not only how blessed many of us are simply because we 
have jobs. We have the means and opportunity to provide for 
the basic needs of ourselves and our families as well as "labor» 
environment free of brutal, inhuman conditions. Sadly, this isn't 
the case for many people throughout the world. Our national 
holiday also invites to remember how sinful it is that many of 
our sisters and brother, for many reasons, do not enjoy the fruits 
of honest, dignified job opportunities. 

"labor Day" is not just a recognition that we all have a right to 
secure a steady paying job that doesn't insult nor attack human 
dignity and the limited resources of our world. labor Day 
should heighten our awareness that our ability to toil and labor 
for the good of others is itself a gift and can lead us to a richer 
relationship with God. There is reason why we sacrifice our 
time and energy beyond a paycheck. With the eyes of faith we 
discover we can enter more deeply into the mystery of the 
Incarnation. God, through Jesus, entered entirely into our lives 
making every aspect of our time here on earth worthwhile and 
valuable. God decides to work with and in us not from his place 

in heaven but to join us where we are so we can be more like God. 

In work we can honestly engage in activity that honors our skills 
and talents. Through our labor, we can give the best of ourselves 
to those we love the most. Our dedication to mundane tasks 
helps us see beyond the present and helps us envision a better 
world as well as our better selves. Our imperfect efforts are not 
a sign of failure but encouragement that we can continue to try 
and become what our God has created us to be. His children 
sharing in his divine work of love, mercy, charity, and salvation. 

Our scripture readings today focus a lot on the great virtue of 
"humility". Humility keeps us from taking things for granted 
and opens up for us a path to gratitude and the other great 
virtues of faith: fortitude, temperance, prudence, and justice. As 
we enjoy this holiday weekend I hope that we can all find some 
quiet, prayerful time to consider just how blessed we are to be 
able to work and double our efforts to ensure that all women 
and men have the opportunity to engage themselves in ways 
that lead them to God. 

labor Day is also a reminder that God believes in us. As the 
newly formed parish of Holy Family/Notre Dame de Chicago, we 
have our work cut out for us. We are already blessed with gifted 
workers wholeheartedly ministering in the fields of our lord. 
We're aware of the challenges that await. To realize what we are 
called to be and do will require much work from all of us. The 
most important task at hand is prayer. Perhaps our Lord's 
words to his disciples can aide us in our rest and reflection this 
weekend, "The Harvest is plentiful, the laborers are few ... " (Mt 
9:37) Let us give thanks that we the place, the opportunity, and 
the talents needed to share in the work of building the Kingdom 
of God.
