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My religious and spiritual awareness began to take root about the same time my family moved, and we became 
members of St. Celestine Parish in Elmwood Park. I was just about to start the third grade. We lived down the 
block from the newly constructed church building, which, I learned later, faithfully followed the spirit of Vatican 
II and "Aggiornamento." The original church was still standing but no longer in use for Sunday Massé..it had 
been officially declared "profane." I learned about that later too. I never had the chance to see the inside of the old 
church. The structure was razed to make room for the new parish center and offices just off the parking lot. 

I never heard the name "Celestine" before. I thought it was a girl's name. It turned out Celestine wasn't a girl at all, 
but a Pope. And not only "a" pope, but "the" pope that sent St. Patrick to Ireland around 460 CE. This factoid was 
included within the stained glass windows designed by Gabriel Loire (1904-1996), a pioneer in the use of dalle de 
verre. On the nave wall/windows, there is a map of Ireland on the east side and a Celtic harp on the west, both 
fixed in emerald green glass. On Sundays, we sat on the harp side of the church, but I remember trying to find 
County Kerry on the map of Ireland across the way. My search for Ireland's "kingdom" gave way to the discovery 
of our mysteries of faith, our Lord's passion, and the meaning of Christian fish or the "ichthys." They were all on 
the windows. All you had to do was look. 

I was in the church of St. Celestine for the next ten years, before going off to seminary. When asked, "Who was 
St. Celestine?" I would tell his story. I would tell my story as well. "He was the pope that sent Patrick to 
Ireland.......The Irish have been Catholic ever sinceéé.My parents came to Chicago from IrelandééSt 
Celestine is my parish." My parish's name became for me a kind of weave of faith, religion, history, and purpose. 
The name Celestine is still an anchor for me. 

St. Celestine parish no longer exists. The faith community is now known as St. Mother Theodore Guerin Parish. 
She was a Sister of Providence (yes, she was a girl), who came to America in the 1840s, founded the mission of 
St. Mary of the Woods in the Vincennes, Indiana area. She dedicated her life to the service of the poor and to the 
education of the young. A great woman. Her grave today is still there, and she rests under a beautiful Celtic cross. 
Pope Benedict XVI canonized her in 2006. I first heard about Mother Guerin when I was a kid at St. Celestine. 
The Sisters of Providence served in the parish. I remember Sr. Jean telling us all about Mother Guerin sitting in 
church, listening, and looking at the windows with the map of Ireland, where Celestine sent Patrick to tell the Irish 
about Jesus. 

Like you, there are many people, places, events that helped foster my faith. My home parish introduced me to 
many vital and vibrant disciples of Jesus. It would be impossible to try to name one particular person or a singular 
event that put it all together, but it is fair to say the whole parish taught me how to give witness to my faith, my 
religion, and my church. 

Holy Family on Roosevelt Road will never forget nor loose her identity as a pilgrim church for the poor 
immigrant in Chicago. Surviving the Chicago Fire is nothing compared to the vital and vibrant witness to Jesus 
Christ that parishioners shared for over 160 years. No one would have thought that Notre Dame de Chicago, a 
parish church founded in the early 1860's to serve French-speaking Catholics, would one day host the 
International Eucharistic Congress in 1926 in a community now known as Little Italy! Like the faithful at Holy 
Family, it is the living witness of the parishioners that define the local Body of Christ, the Church. 

Names, history, and cherished memories are immensely important. They help mark the journey of who we are and 
how we became to be known. The past four years of my priestly ministry have been framed within the reality of 
Renew My Church. Of the many things said- to me, of me, by me, and all other voices- I have never heard this 
sentiment voiced, "Great golly, this is the best time in my faith journey. I can't wait to have my parish either 
closed or unified with someone else so I can participate in a 'renaming' process!" I don't think I'll ever see the day 
when a group of good, loving, and dedicated Catholics utter such sentences. But here we are. We are about to 
discover and discern how we will honestly and faithfully name ourselves so that our past can 

meet our present to guide us into our future. We need to be known for many things at the same time, where we're 
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from and what we did, who we are and how we are engaged in living our faith today, and how we shall set 
course for our future. 

History cites that St. Francis of Assisi said, "Wear the world as a loose garment, which touches us in a few 
places and there lightly." The holy saint was fully engaged in both the world around him and his intimate 
relationship with Jesus. He was in this world but not of this world, and perhaps this is one of the reasons he is 
such a well known and beloved person. I like to think that he would suggest that we remember two things going 
into our discernment to name our parish: 1. The name of your parish is very important. 2. The name of your 
parish isn't important at all. Like the garment, we have to wear one, but it's best to wear it lightly. 

No one knows where exactly the Holy Spirit is leading. All we know is that the Holy Spirit is in charge. If we 
open our hearts, minds, and souls to Her guidance, we might be able to feel the hand of Providence direct our 
steps. I ask that we pray for the strength to surrender and to allow God to enter our work. He knows who we are 
already. He calls us by name. We are his children and He is our loving God. 

As I stated in previous articles and announcements, the process we will follow to name our newly created parish 
is pretty straight forward. Our parish staff will collect and organize all suggestions received in writing through 
our parish email or via the USPS. The current COVID 19 Shelter-in-Place doesn't allow for us to gather in a 
"Town Hall" like setting. During the next four (4) weeks, we will post updates and developments on our website 
and announce the method on how we will vote on our choices, which will be submitted to Cardinal Cupich for 
the final decision. 

According to Church Law, canons 1217 and 1218 in particular, a parish name must be: 
- the name of the Trinity, or - a name for Christ, invoked in the liturgy, or a mystery of his life, or 
- the name of the Holy Spirit, or - a name for Mary, invoked under a title for her used in the liturgy, or 
- the name of a holy angel, or - the name of a canonized saint, as it appears in the Roman martyrology (or 
appendix), or - the name of a blessed provided the Apostolic See has given its permission. 
 
Our situation is that we are a newly formed parish from two former parishes. The names of the former parishes, 
Holy Family/Notre Dame de Chicago, are retained until the Cardinal approves a new name. 
Our website has some helpful links to aid us at this point in our journey as a newly created parish. 
My personal suggestions are as follows: 
 
Our Lady of the Holy Family. Celebrated the Sunday between Christmas and New Year's Day; If both are 
Sundays, the feast is celebrated on December 30th. 
 
St. Mother Cabrini ( St. Frances Xavier Cabrini). Feast Day, November 13th. 
 
The Parish Church of San Damiano. It is a church with a monastery near Assisi, Italy and not in the Roman 
martyrology. The site is directly related to a miracle in which Saint Francis' heard an exhortation from Christ 
occurred in 1205 The cross of San Damiano was adopted by our Archdioces as the icon for Renew My Church. 
If submitted, this name would need special permission by our Cardinal. There is no set feast day.

Mi conciencia religiosa y espiritual comenz· a arraigarse m§s o menos al mismo tiempo que mi familia se mud·, 
y nos convertimos en miembros de la parroquia de St. Celestine en Elmwood Park. Estaba a punto de empezar el 
tercer grado. Viv²amos a una cuadra del nuevo edificio de la iglesia, que, seg¼n supe m§s tarde, segu²a fielmente 
el esp²ritu del Vaticano II y del "Aggiornamento". La iglesia original segu²a en pie, pero ya no se usaba para la 
misa dominical.....hab²a sido declarada oficialmente "profana". Me enter® de eso m§s tarde tambi®n. Nunca tuve 
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la oportunidad de ver el interior de la vieja iglesia. La estructura fue arrasada para 
hacer espacio para el nuevo centro parroquial y las oficinas justo al lado del 
estacionamiento. 

Nunca antes hab²a o²do el nombre "Celestine". Pens® que era un nombre de chica. 
Result· que Celestine no era una chica, sino un Papa. Y no s·lo "un" Papa, sino 
"el" Papa que envi· a San Patricio a Irlanda alrededor del a¶o 460 DC. Este hecho 
fue incluido en las vidrieras dise¶adas por Gabriel Loire (1904-1996), un pionero 
en el uso del dalle de verre. En la pared/ventanas de la nave, hay un mapa de 
Irlanda en el lado este y un arpa celta en el oeste, ambos fijados en vidrio verde 
esmeralda. Los domingos nos sent§bamos en el lado del arpa de la iglesia, pero 
recuerdo que intent® encontrar el condado de Kerry en el mapa de Irlanda del otro 
lado del camino. Mi b¼squeda del "reino" de Irlanda dio paso al descubrimiento de 
nuestros misterios de la fe, la pasi·n de nuestro Se¶or, y el significado de los 
peces cristianos o los "ichthys". Estaban todos en las ventanas. Todo lo que ten²as 
que hacer era mirar. 

Estuve en la iglesia de Santa Celestina durante los siguientes diez a¶os, antes de ir 
al seminario. Cuando me preguntaron, "àQui®n era Santa Celestina?" contaba su 
historia. Yo tambi®n contar²a mi historia. "Fue el Papa que envi· a Patrick a 
Irlanda... Los irlandeses han sido cat·licos desde entonces... Mis padres vinieron a 
Chicago desde Irlanda... Santa Celestina es mi parroquia." El nombre de mi 
parroquia se convirti· para m² en una especie de tejido de fe, religi·n, historia y 
prop·sito. El nombre de Celestina sigue siendo un ancla para m². 

La parroquia de St. Celestine ya no existe. La comunidad de fe es ahora conocida como la Parroquia de Santa 
Madre Teodora Guerin. Fue una Hermana de la Providencia (s², era una ni¶a), que vino a Am®rica en la d®cada 
de 1840, fund· la misi·n de Santa Mar²a de los Bosques en el §rea de Vencennes, Indiana. Dedic· su vida al 
servicio de los pobres y a la educaci·n de los j·venes. Una gran mujer. Su tumba a¼n est§ all², y descansa bajo 
una hermosa cruz celta. El Papa Benedicto XVI la canoniz· en 2006. La primera vez que o² hablar de la Madre 
Guerin fue cuando era un ni¶o en St. Celestine. Las Hermanas de la Providencia serv²an en la parroquia. 
Recuerdo a la Hna. Jean cont§ndonos todo sobre la Madre Guerin sentada en la iglesia, escuchando y mirando 
las ventanas con el mapa de Irlanda, donde Celestine envi· a Patrick a contarles a los irlandeses sobre Jes¼s. 

Como t¼, hay mucha gente, lugares, eventos que ayudaron a fomentar mi fe. Mi parroquia natal me present· a 
muchos disc²pulos vitales y vibrantes de Jes¼s. Ser²a imposible tratar de nombrar a una persona en particular o 
un evento singular que lo juntara todo, pero es justo decir que toda la parroquia me ense¶· c·mo dar testimonio 
de mi fe, mi religi·n y mi iglesia. 

La Sagrada Familia de Roosevelt Road nunca olvidar§ ni perder§ su identidad como iglesia peregrina para el 
inmigrante pobre de Chicago. Sobrevivir al incendio de Chicago no es nada comparado con el vital y vibrante 
testimonio de Jesucristo que los feligreses compartieron durante m§s de 160 a¶os. Nadie hubiera pensado que 
Notre Dame de Chicago, una iglesia parroquial fundada a principios de 1860 para servir a los cat·licos de habla 
francesa, ser²a alg¼n d²a anfitriona del Congreso Eucar²stico Internacional en 1926 en una comunidad ahora 
conocida como la Peque¶a Italia! Como los fieles de la Sagrada Familia, es el testimonio vivo de los feligreses 
que definen el Cuerpo de Cristo local, la Iglesia. 

Los nombres, la historia y los recuerdos m§s preciados son inmensamente importantes. Ayudan a marcar el viaje 
de qui®nes somos y c·mo llegamos a ser conocidos. Los ¼ltimos cuatro a¶os de mi ministerio sacerdotal se han 
enmarcado en la realidad de Renovar mi Iglesia. De las muchas cosas que se me han dicho, a m², por m², y todas 
las dem§s voces, nunca he o²do este sentimiento expresado, "Caramba, este es el mejor momento en mi viaje de 
fe". No puedo esperar a que mi parroquia se cierre o se unifique con alguien m§s para poder participar en un 
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proceso de 'renombramiento'!" No creo que llegue el d²a en que un grupo de buenos, cari¶osos y dedicados 
cat·licos pronuncien tales frases. Pero aqu² estamos. 

Estamos a punto de descubrir y discernir c·mo nos nombraremos honesta y fielmente para que nuestro pasado se 
encuentre con nuestro presente y nos gu²e hacia el futuro. Necesitamos ser conocidos por muchas cosas al mismo 
tiempo, de d·nde venimos y qu® hicimos, qui®nes somos y c·mo estamos comprometidos a vivir nuestra fe hoy, y 
c·mo vamos a fijar el rumbo de nuestro futuro. 

La historia cita que San Francisco de As²s dijo, "Usen el mundo como una prenda suelta, que nos toca en algunos 
lugares y all² ligeramente." El santo estaba totalmente comprometido tanto con el mundo que le rodeaba como 
con su ²ntima relaci·n con Jes¼s. Estaba en este mundo pero no era de este mundo, y quiz§s esta es una de las 
razones por las que es una persona tan conocida y amada. Me gusta pensar que ®l sugerir²a que record§ramos dos 
cosas al hacer nuestro discernimiento para nombrar nuestra parroquia: 1. El nombre de su parroquia es muy 
importante. 2. El nombre de su parroquia no es importante en absoluto. Como la prenda, tenemos que usar una, 
pero es mejor usarla ligeramente. 

Nadie sabe exactamente a d·nde conduce el Esp²ritu Santo. Todo lo que sabemos es que el Esp²ritu Santo est§ a 
cargo. Si abrimos nuestros corazones, mentes y almas a su gu²a, podr²amos ser capaces de sentir la mano de la 
Providencia dirigir nuestros pasos. Pido que recemos por la fuerza para rendirnos y permitir que Dios entre en 
nuestro trabajo. £l ya sabe qui®nes somos. Nos llama por nuestro nombre. Somos sus hijos y £l es nuestro Dios 
amoroso. 

Como dije en art²culos y anuncios anteriores, el proceso que seguiremos para nombrar nuestra nueva parroquia es 
bastante sencillo. El personal de nuestra parroquia recoger§ y organizar§ todas las sugerencias recibidas por 
escrito a trav®s del correo electr·nico de nuestra parroquia o a trav®s del USPS. El actual Refugio COVID 19 no 
nos permite reunirnos en un "Town Hall" como el escenario. Durante las pr·ximas cuatro (4) semanas, 
publicaremos actualizaciones y desarrollos en nuestro sitio web y anunciaremos el m®todo de c·mo votaremos 
sobre nuestras elecciones, que ser§n presentadas al Cardenal Cupich para la decisi·n final.

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Is God still good during the 

coronavirus pandemic?

First, the brute truth: The coronavirus pandemic is 
sweeping the world. People are uncertain and afraid. 
Many are dying and more will die. We need more 
medical professionals on the front lines, so much so 
that the Army and Department of Veterans Affairs are 
recruiting retirees to assist in the battle. 
Many of us are asking: Why is this happening? How 
long will it last? Where is God in all of this? Thank-
fully, I hear the soft and steady voice of my Colombi-
an mother echo in my head, recalling those times 
when she would remind me that God is always there, 
that ñDios siempre est§ en control.ò 
 
ñI hear the soft and steady voice of my Colombian 
mother echo in my head, telling me that God is always 
there, that ñDios siempre est§ en control.ò 
 
I am not a licensed minister, and I hold no formal de-
grees in theology or pastoral care. I am simply some-
one who is trying to make sense of the suffering 
caused by Covid-19 in hopes of better understanding 
how and why tragedy plays out like it does in the hu-
man story. In the meantime, I am finding solace in the 
temporary bursts of joy that have helped to fill these 
days of social distancingðcooking, sharing memes, 
and watching live D.J. sets and beat battles on Insta-
gram. These are bright spots in an indefinite quaran-
tine. 
I also remember some of the experiences that not only 
helped shape my worldview but also convinced me of 
Godôs inherent goodness even in uncertain times. I 
remember being a wide-eyed young missionary in my 
mid-20s, a college drop-out who left everything I 
knew to answer ñthe call.ò For more than two years, I 
traveled the world with a nondenominational mission-
ary organization, holding packed events everywhere 
from remote villages in Russia, Central America and 
Serbia to squatter camps in South Africa and poverty-
stricken streets in Slovakia and Lithuania. I watched 
sickness ravage vulnerable communities, and I wit-
nessed every manner of abuse rip apart families. But I 
also saw signs of hope: I saw people find peace in the 
midst of suffering, and I saw crippled men remain 
faithful to God and become able to walk again. 
In essence, I traded the prospect of a college degree 
for the knowledge that God is good. That God can 
make a way when it seems like there is no path for-
ward. In some ways, I am not the same person I was 
back then, but my hope is still anchored in these 
truths, the memories that help me cope now. 
ñIt is human nature to wonder: What the hell is hap-

pening? 

 
Through the years, I have weathered seasons of doubt. 
And I can understand that, for some atheists, a fast-
moving and deadly pandemic only serves to confirm 
their disbelief in any higher power. This is not unrea-
sonable. It is human nature to wonder: What the hell 
is happening? 
In The Fire Next Time, James Baldwin sheds some 
light on his journey of faith, from his days as a young 
preacher extolled for his oratory gifts to his eventual 
disengagement from Christianity for the remainder of 
his life. He writes, ñThere is still, for me, no pathos 
quite like the pathos of those multi-colored, worn, 
somehow triumphant and transfigured faces, speaking 
from the depths of a visible, tangible, continuing des-
pair of the goodness of God.ò 
 
ñI believe that harboring doubt can be a silent killer. 
So I pray instead, and sometimes I drink. 

 
In some ways, I count myself among those ñsomehow 
triumphantòðthose ñspeaking from the depths.ò I be-
lieve that harboring doubt, while justifiable consider-
ing the bleakness of our current state, can be a silent 
killer. So I pray instead, and sometimes I drink. On 
some nights lately, after a full day of working and 
home-schooling our kids, my wife and I take to the 
patio with a bottle of whiskey, mourning the dayôs 
loss and trying to remember the goodness of God. 
Somehow, we know it is at work. 
Though I cannot pretend to have a firm grasp on all of 
the variables, I believe the picture is larger than what 
we can see with our eyes. The picture of God at work 
amid great pain.  And so I ask the wavering believers, 
the cynics and backsliders; the weary and the heavy-
laden; the single mothers making do by a thread; the 
poets and the out-of-work bartenders standing by as 
past-due bills pile on like a bullyôs insults; to those 
who lay it all down, tired and spent and hanging by a 
moment; and to anyone searching for some small sign 
of tangible hope or even spiritual relief in this time: 
What if God is still good? What if, despite how things 
may look or feel, God is bringing purpose and deter-
mination to the bent and broken among us, even if we 
do not see it with our eyes or on our social feeds? 
On darker days, I ask myselfïïa believer and cynic 
wrestling with an avalanche of contradicting emotions
ïïthe same question: What if God is still good? And 
then I remember.

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How do you pick a 
name? 

Iôve been giving a lot of 
thought to the naming of 
our new parish. In many 
ways, it is similar to the 
selection of the name for a 
new child. You want the 
name to have a connection 
to the family history. You 
want to consider the family histories and the 
consideration of individuals who have been important 
to you in your life. It is not a casual decision and it 
may involve some creative thinking and perhaps, some 
compromise. 

In my Dadôs family, the names for the oldest male and 
female child are taken from the paternal grandparents. 
This is why my name is Andrew Lawrence Sorce. I am 
named after my Dadôs dad. The next siblings would 
get their names from maternal side. The result of this 
is the continuing recurrence of the grandfatherôs name 
through the generations. There are currently eight 
Angelo Sorces who share my Dadôs grandfatherôs 
lineage across four generations. The names and their 
history will live because of this. 

There is a similar tradition in my wifeôs family. My 
middle son, Anthony, shares his name with his 
grandfather, Tony Freeland. He is Anthony Ellsworth 
Sorce. They get their name from Ellsworth Iliff. He 
was an industrialist who built the ñfamilyò house in 
Hoopeston, Illinois at the turn of the century. 

The church names in our new parish will not change. 
The church buildings will not be re-dedicated under 
new names. They will continue to stand as a visible 
testament to our Catholic heritage in Chicago. They 
will remain Holy Family Church and Notre Dame de 
Chicago £glise. 

Names are important. Over the next few weeks I will 
be offering some history and rationale for possible 
names for our new parish. No name has been 
officially, or unofficially selected. It is up to us to 
make a recommendation to the Cardinal Cupich. He 
will have the final say in this.

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Governor JB Pritzkerõs extension of the mandatory stay-at-home order  
through May 30, while difficult, is a necessary step in protecting the common 
 good and wellbeing of all in Illinois.   
  
Yet, we share the aspirations of many that we will soon be able to gather for worship and parish life. As a result, Cardinal Cupich 
has asked our COVID-19 Task Force to begin the necessary work of creating a strategy for the eventual re-opening of our 
parishes, schools and agencies.  They will do so in coordination with civil authorities and health care experts to determine how we 
might safely and prudently re-open our churches to attend to the sacramental life of our parishioners in a gradual way.  We will 
continue to keep you informed and we ask for your patience.  
  
In the meantime, the guidelines issued thus far, remain in place, as do the protocols for ministering and serving one another and 
the people of God. This includes: 
·        Directing people to our broadcast/livestreamed Masses and sharing with them the great outreach of our parishes, schools 
and agencies through our Facebook, Twitter, YouTube and Instagram channels; 
·        Providing pastoral care to all within our parishes and school communities. Our weekly Pastoral Newsletter provides 
recommendations on ways to bring people together and enliven faith with one another online; 
·        Ministering to the sick and the dying during this difficult time by a trained cohort of priests, who will observe the guidelines 
put forth for Anointing of the Sick; 
·        Continuing distance learning for our Catholic schoolsõ students; 
·        Working remote to the extent possible, while also maintaining all essential functions in our parishes, schools and other 

locations; 
·        Investing in our own spiritual, emotional, mental and physical well-being and supporting each other during this stressful 
time; and,  
·        Communicating with our parishioners, school families and benefactors on the need for financial support to ensure that our 
parishes and schools can continue to serve them now and be there when we come through the COVID-19 crisis. 
 
I am heartened to share that despite the challenges of the past several weeks, we, as an archdiocese, have remained focused on the 
mission of the Church. Across our agencies, parishes, pastoral center and schools, the work of Jesus Christ continues and has 
found creative expression in ways that are giving people hope when they very much need it.  
  
As we journey from Easter to Pentecost throughout the coming weeks, we can easily relate to the experience of the Apostles. They 
were filled with joy as they encountered the Risen Lord, and yet they experienced the trepidation of not knowing what all this 
would mean for their future. The Risen Lord was patient with them, as he appeared to them on several occasions to let them know 
they could trust in his promise to remain with them. They also had the consolation of knowing that Mary, the mother of Jesus, was 
with them.  
  
In these days of unease, we should recall how the Lord has seen us through challenging moments in the past. We have every reason 
to trust that he will continue to walk with us in this crisis and, of course, we know that Mary remains ever close to us in our 
need.  As we move into the month of May, the President of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, Archbishop José 
Gomez, has invited us to participate in a national day of prayer on May 1, asking Our Ladyõs protection and aid in this crisis. 
Cardinal Cupich and our auxiliary bishops encourage all the faithful to mark this day with prayer, seeking Our Lady's 
intercession during this difficult time. 
  
Thank you for your continued prayers, for your commitment to one another and your work in the archdiocese, and for your 
service to the people of God in this time of suffering for so many. Stay well and safe.

- Atender a los enfermos y moribundos durante este difícil momento por una cohorte de sacerdotes capacitados, que observarán las 
pautas establecidas para la Unción de los Enfermos; 
- Continuar con la educación a distancia para los estudiantes de nuestras escuelas católicas; 
- Trabajando a distancia en la medida de lo posible, manteniendo también todas las funciones esenciales en nuestras parroquias, 
escuelas y otros lugares; 
- Invertir en nuestro propio bienestar espiritual, emocional, mental y físico y apoyarnos mutuamente durante este tiempo estresante; y,  
- Comunicarse con nuestros feligreses, familias de la escuela y benefactores sobre la necesidad de apoyo financiero para asegurar que 
nuestras parroquias y escuelas puedan continuar sirviéndoles ahora y estar ahí cuando pasemos la crisis de COVID-19. 
 
Me anima compartir que a pesar de los desafíos de las últimas semanas, nosotros, como arquidiócesis, hemos permanecido enfocados 
en la misión de la Iglesia. A través de nuestras agencias, parroquias, centros pastorales y escuelas, el trabajo de Jesucristo continúa y 
ha encontrado una expresión creativa en formas que dan esperanza a la gente cuando la necesitan mucho.  
  
A medida que viajamos desde la Pascua a Pentecostés durante las próximas semanas, podemos fácilmente relacionarnos con la 
experiencia de los Apóstoles.
