St. Paul gives us powerful advice for reflection in todayôs  
second reading. St. Paul says, ñmy dear brothers, let me 
remind you to stir into flame the gifts that you have é 
For God did not give us a spirit of cowardice, but rather 
the spirit of POWER, LOVE and SELF CONTROL.ò  
St. Paul encourages us that we have what it takes to do 
the will of God. We have been given the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit; all we need to do is to discover our gifts and 
use them to build up Godôs kingdom.  
Regarding the gift of faith that we have, Jesus says, in 
todaysô gospel, ñif you have the faith just the size of the 
mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, ñbe    
uprooted and planted in the sea. And it would obey you.  
That is to say, our faith is important, but It is not how  
big our faith is that matters, it is how big  our God is 
that really matters. In other words, we already have 
what it takes (faith) to do the will of God. All we need 
to do is to exercise that faith; or using St Paulôs words in 
todayôs second reading, we need to stir into flame the gift 
(faith) that we have.  
 
How big is our God?  
The truth is we serve a Big God. God is always bigger 
than our mountains (our problems). All we need to do is 
to have that ómustard seed faithô in our Big God. So, 
donôt focus on how big your problem is; focus on how 
big your God is. For the bible says, "Nothing is 
impossible for God. With God, all things are possible" 
Keep your eyes fixed on God, whatever you situation is. 
Keep your faith alive, because God is too big to fail.
