RCIA classes are for 
adults who are wishing to become full members of the Catholic 
Church.

Funerals:  
Please contact the parish office BEFORE finalizing any  arrangements 
with a funeral home. 

 
Baptism:  
Parents must be registered members of Our Lady Star of the 
Sea   Catholic Church or another Catholic Parish for at least six 
months. Godparents MUST be confirmed Catholics. Parents and 
Godparents are   required to attend a Baptismal Prep Class prior to the 
baptism.  Call the office for more  information. 

Marriage:  
The rules of the Diocese require at least a 6-month marriage  preparation  
period prior to a wedding.  Contact the church office   BEFORE 
making any arrangements and to receive complete instructions.
