      We are happy to announce that we are planning to return next school year  to Im-
maculate Conception School Campus for Tuesday night religion classes! Registration 
will be in the parish Hall after Masses on the weekend of June 26 & 27. Other dates 
will be announced during the summer. Registration Fee is $30 for the first child and 
$20.00 for each additional child. 
      We look forward to returning to in person religion classes. The Covid-19 pandemic hit 
our Religious education program hard. Parents stepped up and fulfilled their roles as first 
educators of their children. However, many have voiced the fact that the sense of com-
munity support that had been experienced by in person gathering was sorely missed. We 
look forward to restoring that community feel to our religious education here at Immacu-
late Conception.  
      As the Director of Religious Education, like many other church parish and school 
leaders, this has been an unprecedented experience for me. Honestly, I was caught off 
guard and unprepared. I made many mistakes, but I learned a great deal as well. The re-
ligion textbook publisher we use has a great new program we will be switching to this 
year. It will engage our youth and families not only with a textbook, but also with valuable 
digital resources. It is a program that is also better suited to an easy transition if -God for-
bid we have another transition to at home learning. Catechists will be able to stay in 
touch and continue to provide weekly classes. 
And now- for your prayerful consideration: 
      On June 15th at 7:00p.m. I will have a gathering for those who may be interested in 
ministering to our young people as Catechists 
(religion teachers). Some of our previous Cate-
chists were elderly and/ or had health concerns 
even before  the Pandemic. We are down to 5 
teachers for 11 grades. I am excited about the new 
program, I am excited about the opportunity to re-
new our Parish School of Religion. However, I am 
nervous about having enough volunteers to minis-
ter to our children and families in this important 
way.
