After the first class, RCIA 
will be held on the first Wednesday of every 
month, and is open to any unbaptized person 
seeking baptism in the Catholic Church, any  
baptized Christian seeking full communion with 
the Church, or any baptized Catholic who might be 
missing Confirmation and/or Eucharist.
