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Dear friends,

I hope everyone is enjoying the winter snowflakes as much as I do. I heard some-
one talking about the snow and saying that snow is like God’s love showering all.
Rather then thinking of the about the effort to clean up the snow, I would like you
to think of that image, of God’s love, like the snow, showering all of us. What an
amazing way to turn things around and see things that seem difficult in a positive
way. I have always admired people who can see the positive in the things they ex-
perience.

This past weekend, I spoke during my homily about the importance of listening. I
received compliments about that topic and the homily. It seems that to listen is a
struggle for many families. I can picture parents telling their children to listen, and children telling
their parents to listen. All of us need to learn to listen. We listen to understand; we do not listen to re-
spond . When we listen to someone, we need to take the time to look at in the eyes of the person speak-
ing, to listen with the heart. Mother Teresa said something beautiful when about listening. She said,
“God speaks in the silence of the heart. Listening is the beginning of prayer.”

The psalm we read last weekend said, “If today you hear his voice, harden not your hearts.”
God speaks in many ways, even snow can be a way of God speaking to us. We need to learn to listen
through the simple things in life. We can be deaf and so hardened in our hearts that even prayer stops
being meaningful.

I invite you to look around you at all the beautiful things that are happening, at all the blessings you
have in your life, at the gift of family and friends. God is speaking to you. You just need to listen.

I would like to leave you with some beautiful quotes from Mother Teresa about Listening and Praying:

I always begin my prayer in silence, for it is in the silence of the heart that God speaks.
God is the friend of silence-we need to listen to God because it's not what we say but what He
says to us and through us that matters.

God speaks in the silence of the heart, and we listen. And then we speak to God from the
fullness of our heart, and God listens. And this listening and this speaking is what prayer is
meant to be.

In the West we have a tendency to be profit-oriented, where everything is measured ac-
cording to the results and we get caught up in being more and more active to generate results.
In the East-especially in India-I find that people are more content to just be, to just sit around
under a banyan tree for half a day chatting to each other. We Westerners would probably call
that wasting time. But there is value to it. Being with someone, listening without a clock and
without anticipation of results, teaches us about love. The success of love is in the loving-it is
not in the result of loving.
