Notes from Father Tom...

Attendance at Mass is growing a bit.
We are going to mark the pews so that
we can get more people in. I do want
to make a comment on masks and
shields. A shield is not a mask. Notice
when I distribute Holy Communion I
wear both. Masks are essential and
must be worn by everyone in the
church. A shield could be added but it
is not a substitute for a mask. It is not
an either/or situation. We all must
wear a mask. Lately I have noticed a
few people who just have a shield.

On another subject, both church air
conditioners are showing their age.
Eighteen years. Each has two
compressors and only one compressor
works in each. Years ago when we
estimated the useful life of roofs,
boilers, furnaces and air conditioners
we anticipated that 2021 would be the
year to replace them. So the bad news
is that we were accurate in estimating
the longevity of these air conditioners.
The other bad news is that our current
ballpark estimate for this project is
$45,000 to $50,000 each. The only
good news is that it is now Fall so we
do not have an emergency on our
hands. We also have two boilers in the
school that are 1963 vintage. So in the
near future we will be spending a lot of
money. So you cannot imagine how |
appreciate what you have been doing
to support the parish. Many people
mail envelopes, some drop them off
and some put them in the two
collection boxes in church and some do
on-line giving. All that you are doing
is deeply appreciated.

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Reflecting on “A Hidden Life”

“I paint a comfortable Christ, with a halo over his head. How can I show what I haven’t lived? Someday, I'll
paint a true Christ.” These are the words that the artist who is painting a mural in a Church admits to Franz
when he comes to seek advice from the elder man. These words shed a tremendous amount of light upon the
film as a whole; Franz is living his own ‘Way of the Cross.’

Whether it is intentional or not the director Terrence Malick portrays how disciples of Jesus Christ are called
to a truly personal journey that is akin to that of the Son of God. Several times the cameras pan around the
farmhouse owned by Franz and his beloved wife Fani; uncoincidentally, the shot includes the crucifix
hanging on the wall, a constant reminder to these disciples of what discipleship entails.

As Franz’s story unfolds, the connections between his life and Jesus’ own life become stronger and clearer.
Franz is under considerable pressure and even attacked by those close to him; friends, family, neighbors,
townspeople and political leaders. He is repeatedly accused of pride, simply because he insists on walking
the road he is called to. Franz’s final trial with the military tribunal is strikingly similar to the Scriptural
scene of Christ and Pilate. You almost get a sense that the military tribunal is the one on the defensive end,
‘standing trial’, in the same way that Pilate is in the Passion narrative.

In the midst of Franz’s suffering, his spouse Fani undergoes paralleled suffering, but in a different way. His
wife’s ‘passion’ is less physical and more like that of a mother that walks with her son or daughter, desiring
to take away their hurt and pain more than anything, but unable to intervene. Fani appears as a Marian figure,
suffering with her husband in a similar way as Mary suffered with her son throughout his passion and death.

Despite the fact that Franz is nearing his end, there is an uncanny sense that is conveyed that he is more at
peace than ever. The Psalm “The Lord is my Shepherd” is heard on a voiceover. Here he is, in prison, and
Franz is more ‘free’ than ever. He is almost at peace. Why? Perhaps it is because he has never been more
united to his savior.

I hope you have enjoyed walking with me as [ have been unpacking Terrence Malick’s film 4 Hidden Life.
have found that his films are an amazing example of what authentic art and beauty do; act as a vehicle,
inviting us into realities that are beautiful and profound.
