We are currently seeking applicants for the 
position of Director of Evangelization.  
 
The Director of Evangelization, Family Life, and 
Pastoral Ministries is a new position mandated 
by our Bishop for every pastorate of the Dio-
cese. This person will assist the Pastor with the 
pastoral care of the pastorate. This role in-
cludes pastoral planning along with supervi-
sion of Directors/Coordinators of the following 
ministry areas: Religious Education, Adult Edu-
cation, Sacramental Preparation, Liturgy and 
Music, Pastoral Care and Community Care, 
RCIA, Outreach, and other parish ministries. 
The Director of Evangelization supports, ac-
companies, and equips leaders in these minis-
terial areas to focus their attention beyond 
parishioners and toward the wider community 
as they strive to make disciples of Jesus Christ, 
building vibrant communities of faith, and in-
spiring people to be witnesses of Christ to the 
world. This person must have substantial expe-
rience in parish ministry.
