Beyond the Cross 
 
 Because of the way Parish bulletins are produced, Iôm 
writing this on the day before Palm Sunday.  So Iôve had to 
get in the mood to write about Easter while also getting in 
the mood for the proclamation of the Passion of our Lord 
this weekend.  Itôs confusing! 
 But this is exactly the nature of what we call the Paschal 
Mystery:  the dying and rising of Christ, both of which are 
the essential parts of the whole of salvation.  Christ must 
die; Christ must rise.  Neither can happen without the other.  
And now that this has happened, our life in Christ becomes 
a constant blending of both experiences: dying and rising. 
 The Liturgy of the Triduum (itôs one liturgy that takes 
three days, not three different liturgies) shows this most 
clearly in the Easter Vigil, when one candle ð the Paschal 
candle ð breaks the darkness with its light, coming from 
the new fire blessed at the beginning of this part of the Trid-
uum Liturgy. 
 The Easter Vigil will be the first official liturgical celebra-
tion in our ñnewò church.  It is supposed to start in nearly 
total darkness.  But, since the space is new, we will start in 
low light, but not in the dark.  The light passing from the 
Paschal candle is ñdivided, yet undimmedò as it spreads out 
among the candles that the people have in hand.  The 
church becomes aglow with this new light ð a mere 
glimpse of what the light of Christ can do in the darkest mo-
ments of our life. 
 This weekend, youôll see the ñsacramental axisò in per-
son more clearly than ever before.  Entering at the Baptis-
mal Font, youôll see the oils used in the sacraments of Bap-
tism, Confirmation, Holy Orders, and Anointing of the Sick.  
Looking ahead, youôll be drawn to the altar (Eucharist).  
Looking to the left, youôll find the new Reconciliation Room 
light and inviting.  And all around, there will be people living 
the sacrament of Matrimony. 
 Above and just behind the altar (which is now forward of 
its former location) is the Crucifix: not itself a sacrament, but 
a vivid image of the suffering and death of Jesus that He 
made it possible for us to live a life of incarnational, sacra-
mental faith.  Just behind and below that, the Tabernacle 
contains the Holy Eucharist (usually referred to as the 
Blessed Sacrament, when itôs in the Tabernacle), reserved 
for prayer, devotion, and ministry to the sick and dying. 
 But these locations ð altar / ambo, cross, tabernacle ð 
are not the end of the sacramental journey.  The dramatic 
and beautiful window that faces generally eastward reminds 
us that there is a world outside our gathered assembly.  The 
walls of our church do not limit our journey of faith.  We are 
to take this experience with us into the world. When we are 
told to ñgo forth to love and serve the Lord and each other,ò 
we are sent into the world to take the message and the life 
of the Gospel to those near and far. 
 ñIte, missa estò is the Latin version, meaning ñGo, this is 
a sending.ò  The word ñMassò is rooted in this ñmissa.ò  
ñMassò literally means ñsending.ò
